NEW DATA TO THE CHRONOLOGY
AND HISTORY OF THE EARLY
NOMADS OF NORTHERN PART OF
RIGHT-BANK DNIEPER STEPPE

Archaeological sites as well as historical sources
include not only classical antiquities — settlements,
burials or hoards. Any ancient artefact, if it is reliably
‘tied’ to the place of discovery, i. e. has a geographical
localization, may well qualify for the above-mentioned
role. The accidental finds, discovered in the places
where there are no reliable settlements or funerary
sites, are also of particular importance. In this case,
they are, in fact, the only indicators of the presence of
some population in a certain region.
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It is to this category of finds that the fragmented
bronze bits belong, found in 4 sites in the northern
part of the Dnieper Steppe Right Bank, in the north of
Mykolaiv and south of Kirovohrad regions. One item
is the almost complete bits with external loops in the
form of a connected ring and a «small stirrup» (Dar-
nitsa village, north of Mykolaiv region). They belong
to the pre-Scythian type and with the help of a wide
range of Eurasian analogies can be dated to the second
half of the 8% — early 7™ centuries BC and correlated
with the pre-Scythian nomads — Cimmerians.

Three other finds (all in the south of Kirovohrad re-
gion: Petrivka, Borysivka, Bobrinets Museum of Local
Lore) are parts of stirrup-shape bits with three protru-
sions on the tread of the ‘stirrup’. Such bits were wide-
spread among the nomads of Eurasia, including the
Scythians in the archaic period. Their date, according
to numerous North Pontic (Steppe-Forest) and Cauca-
sian analogues, is the 7% — first half of the 6™ centu-
ries BC.

The principal point is that, if in the above territory,
single sites of the Pre-Scythian time (Novocherkassk
type) were recorded earlier (for example, the inlet
grave in the barrow near the village of Bohdanivka),
this cannot be said about the Early Scythian antiqui-
ties. The few Scythian barrows known here date only
to the 5%—4% centuries BC. The published finds of
horse harness of the Early Scythian period eliminate
this lacuna, unambiguously testifying to the penetra-
tion of the Nomads into this micro-region. Perhaps, it
was the stage of development of some microregions of
the northern Steppe by Early Scythian nomads as a
springboard for further advances into the depths of the
forest-steppe.

COMPOSITE EARRINGS WITH
AMPHORA-SHAPED PENDANTS
FROM SARMATIAN SITES IN THE
NORTH PONTIC REGION

The composite earrings from Sarmatian burials at
the Nohaychik Barrow and Sokolova Mohyla, as well
as similar adornments from the necropolises of Pan-
tikapaion on Glinyshche and Mount Mithridates, and
Olbia are analysed in the paper.

Most known examples of such earrings from the
North Pontic region date to the 1% century AD. The
only known exception is a pair of exquisite earrings
with emeralds of the late 2"—1%t century BC from
Nohaychik Barrow. The dating of this burial assem-
blage is still debated. According to Yuriy Zaitsev and
Valentina Mordvintseva, it is dated to the first half of
the 1% century BC. In contrast, Oleksandr Symonenko
dated it to the second half of the 1%t — early 2! cen-
tury AD.

In the 1% century AD earrings with amphora-shaped
pendants and chains retained the elements that linked
them to Hellenistic jewellery in general, and specifi-
cally to the Nogaychik earrings. The remake of design
details of the Hellenistic adornments clearly demon-
strates that «old» jewellery or its components have
been known during Roman times. This is additionally
evidenced by the prolongation of jewellery production
based on older designs from the 2—1% century BC,
albeit altered and reinterpreted. Such a feature may
be explained by the persistence of certain types of
Hellenistic jewellery in use during Roman times, ca-
tering to the aesthetic preferences of local elites who
valued vivid ornamentation and expressive details.
In this context, the significant number of late Hel-
lenistic jewellery in the Nohaychik Barrow does not
seem unusual if we accept the late dating proposed
by Oleksandr Symonenko. Especially considering the
impression that the Nohaychik jewellery set was care-
fully and tastefully selected by its owneress and high-
ly valued, as confirmed by the traces of repair on the
earrings.

It is undeniable that the earrings from the Nohay-
chik Barrow are imports and demonstrate certain
features traditionally associated with jewellery from
the Southeastern Mediterranean. The production of
earrings of this pattern from burials of the 1% centu-
ry AD can probably be attributed to the North Pontic
region.

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A SET OF MINIATURE MUGS FROM POIENESTI (ROMANIA):
ATYPICAL DEPOSITION IN THE PERIPHERY
OF A 273 CENTURY AD NECROPOLIS

At the Roman-period site of Poienesti-Mdagurda (Vas-
lui County, Romania), an unusual ceramic deposit (pit
1759a) was found, consisting of five small mugs. Un-
like typical funerary contexts, this deposit — located
at the southern boundary of the Poienesti-Vartescoiu
necropolis — lacks human remains, suggesting a non-
funerary yet deliberate function. The vessels, carefully
arranged and technologically refined, reflect influences
from Greco-Roman and «barbarian» traditions, and
may represent votive or foundation offerings mark-
ing the sacral limits of the cemetery. A second nearby
pit (1759b), containing handmade pottery, further
supports the hypothesis of intentional ritual deposi-
tion. Comparative evidence from Dacian, Sarmatian,
and Roman provincial contexts suggests that these
features exemplify cultural hybridity and religious
transformation in frontier zones, where cosmopoli-
tan models were reinterpreted within local symbolic
frameworks.

Pit 1759a at Poienesti: an analysis of the
archaeological context. Among the Roman-
period discoveries yet to be published at the
Poienesti-Magura site (Vaslui County, Romania)
is a non-funerary deposit comprising five small
mugs. This assemblage is located at the south-
ern periphery of the Poienesti necropolis, which
dates to the 2"—3 centuries AD (fig. 1)'. As will

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be demonstrated in the following sections, there
are notable and surprising connections between
this deposit and the necropolis itself.

Feature 1759a—b (fig. 2) was discovered on
the 14% of August 1999 during systematic exca-
vations led by Mircea Babeg at the south-east-
ern extremity of the site (section 99, square 10).
In this area, the stratigraphy is not particularly
expressive. The topsoil is overlaid by an agricul-
tural layer (ranging from 0.25/0.30 to 0.50/0.60
m) comprising materials from the 2*—4%" centu-
ries AD (Poienesti—Vartescoiu and Santana de
Mures—Chernyakhiv cultures). However, at the
base of this layer, materials from the Eneolithic
(Cucuteni culture) and Late Bronze Age (Noua
culture) have also been identified. Unlike the cen-
tral areas of the site, where stratigraphy is clear-
ly expressed, the south-eastern boundary section
did not reveal any distinguishable layers.

The discovery was made on a slope of the site,
where a combination of natural processes and hu-
man activity has gradually eroded the archaeolog-
ical remains. Mechanized ploughing has affected
the soil to a depth of ca. 0.25/0.30 m, leading to
the dispersal of numerous ceramic fragments.
After the removal of the topsoil, various assem-
blages of pottery, animal bone, and stone were
identified at depths between 0.25 and 0.45 m. A
thorough examination revealed that the material
in question does not originate from the ancient

occupation surface. The predominant materials
identified (1759a and 1759b) correspond to the
lowermost strata of the fills of pits that were ex-
cavated into the ancient topsoil. The level from
which pits 1759a and 1759b were excavated,
along with the upper parts of their fills, has been

destroyed by modern agricultural works. The
two pits were not dug down to sterile soil (fig. 2).
However, no tangible evidence of a dwelling
structure was found, only a few stones dislodged
by ploughing were identified in the agricultural
layer.

The inventory of the feature 1759a consists
of five mugs. Upon dismantling the structure, it
was observed that the vessels were positioned on
a thin brown-black layer (the base of the pit fill).
A brown-black stain was also defined in feature
1759b, which was found to be an oval pit contain-
ing pottery sherds. Consequently, the materials
in clusters 1759a and 1759b are the inventories
of two distinct pits and form primary archaeo-
logical complexes features. The material located
outside of clusters 1759a and 1759b (previously
designated «groups 1759¢—h» in the initial docu-
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mentation) was identified as secondary fill in the
culture layer and appears to have been randomly
dispersed by ploughing.

The five mugs from pit 1759a (figs. 2 and 3)
were placed with relative care, one next to the oth-
er, at the bottom of the pit. Their deposition was
therefore deliberate. The red vessels (nos. 2—4)
were deposited centrally, and the two grey mugs
were placed sideways: one to the south (no. 1),
and the other to the north (no. 5). The mugs were
not found in an upright (normal) position. The
second and third ones were inverted. Vessel no. 4

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was discovered on the barrel, with the mouth to
the west and partially overlapped by nos. 2 and 3.
Mug no. 1 was found oriented with its mouth fac-
ing southeast and showed signs of partial dam-
age caused by ploughing. Mug no. 5 was lying in
a prone position, with the mouth oriented toward
the east. Mug no. 1 was buried at the shallowest
depth, at approximately 0.32 m, while no. 5 was
at the greatest depth, at 0.43 m2. The bottom of
the pit was not horizontal. A clean yellow soil was
observed inside the mugs. No inhumed or incin-
erated human bones were identified; therefore,
a funerary character of the deposition is not ex-
plicit and can be excluded. Following their dis-
covery, the mugs were restored in the Ceramic
Conservation and Restoration Laboratory of the
Institute of Archaeology in Bucharest and drawn
by restorer Cristina Georgescu.

The outline of pit 1759b could be clearly de-
lineated on the 0.32 m excavation level. In this
instance, the fill of the pit (a blackish-brown soil)
could be distinguished from the yellowish-brown
cultural layer. The pit is oval in shape (diame-
ters: 60—68 cm). Its maximum depth is 0.50 m.
In the centre of the pit and in the south-eastern
part, fragments of a handmade pot made of red-
dish coarse fabric were identified. The walls of
this pot have collapsed over an area of 50 cm and
lie at the bottom of the pit, at depths between
0.41 and 0.50 m. Significant parts of the large pot
(especially fragments of the neck and rim) were
displaced by ploughing to the west, beyond the
limits of the pit. Also recovered in this area were
a base fragment of a smaller hand-made vessel,
made from reddish-brown fabric, and a wall frag-
ment of a wheel-thrown vessel made from greyish
fabric. In the northeast part of the feature, a com-
plete, hand-made jug was found lying on its side.
It was made of thick, coarse, greyish-brown fab-
ric, and was oriented with its mouth facing west.

In the cultural layer surrounding the two pits
(1759a—b), numerous animal bones?, ceramic
fragments from hand-made vessels, a fragment of
slag and heavily oxidised fragments from a small
knife were identified. Despite meticulous observa-
tion, it was not impossible to achieve stratigraph-
ic separation between the material dislodged by
the modern plough and the material abandoned
in the cultural layer during pre-modern times*.

Technical description of the mugs.

1. Wheel-thrown mug, fired in areducing atmos-
phere; parts of the neck and belly were disturbed

The importance of mugs deposit in
the context of the Poienesti remains. The
Poienesti-Magura site has received significant at-
tention in the literature east of the Carpathians
due to the presence of two major and distinct ar-
chaeological assemblages. The first is the necrop-
olis of the Poienesti-Vartescoiu type, dating from
the 2"—3 centuries AD. The second assemblage
is the settlement attributed to the Santana de
Mures—Chernyakhiv culture, dating from the
31—4% centuries. The order in which the two
communities emerged has been a subject of histo-
riographical debate®, and has only been recently
clarified in the literature (Babes et al. 1980; Babes
2000, p. 340; Spanu 2012, p. 176—180; Spanu et
al. 2019, p. 38—41, fig. 8). Furthermore, the hy-
pothesis of Sarmatian funerary practices — spe-
cifically, the intentional modification of the crania
(Morintz 1959, p. 465, 468; 1961, p. 411; Nestor
1960, p. 678—679) — was ultimately refuted (Ig-
nat 1999, p. 20). Interpreted with bias as evidence
of the continuity of the autochthonous population
(Vulpe 1953, p. 498, 501—505; Tonita 1982, p. 68;
Tonita 2001, p. 428—430), the necropolis dated to
the 27—3 centuries reveals a series of funerary
rituals that reflect the influence of rural Roman
provincial culture beyond the Empire’s military
frontiers (Spanu 2019, p. 90—93).

In this regard, several elements are particu-
larly revealing: age-differentiated burial prac-
tices (such as the inhumation of children and
incineration of adults), the organization of the
necropolis into family plots arranged along a rel-
atively regular rectangular grid, and the distinct
funerary representation of both the child and the
family unit. None of these characteristics have

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precedents in local cultural traditions prior to the
Roman conquest of Dacia (before 106 AD). They
should be understood as expressions of a radical
transformation in funerary practices in the East-
Carpathian Barbaricum, shaped by the influ-
ence of Roman provincial traditions (Spanu 2012,
p. 178—185; 2019, p. 92).

In this context, it is not surprising that numer-
ous Roman imports can be identified in the fu-
nerary inventories from the 2"—3 centuries AD
necropolis. Despite the emphasis placed on the
cosmopolitan character of the rituals at Poienesti
(Spanu 2019, p. 90—93), there are certain lines
of research that remain to be fully explored. The
discourse surrounding the mugs from pit 1759a
and their analogies in the same necropolis and
beyond presents a valuable opportunity for fur-
ther insights and research perspectives.

Analogies in the necropolis at Poienesti.
As demonstrated in fig. 4, small cups of a com-
parable shape to those found in pit 1759a were
also identified in graves 101, 657, 672, 1403 and
1558. It can be proposed that they are related to
the destroyed or lost mugs from graves 360, 741,
1000 and 1071. The artefacts from graves 657
and 1558 exhibit a greyish slip, while those from
graves 101, 672, and 1403 display a red one and
evidence of polishing. The small cups were not
employed as urns, but rather as secondary «offer-
ing vessels». The mugs from graves 657, 672, 741
and 1403 were found inside the urns above the
cremated bones. The larger mug from grave 1558
(fig. 4: 5) was used to cover the urn (thus acting
as a lid).

The burial ritual involved the depositing of a
single cup in the grave. The mugs found in urn
cremation graves at Poienesti attributable to
adults are exclusively of a funeral purpose. It is
noteworthy that such mugs are never found in
the burial graves of prematurely deceased indi-
viduals, particularly children and adolescents.
The relatively limited number of mugs in the
collection does not permit a clear correlation be-
tween their ritual burial and the gender of the
deceased. As established by the anthropologists
Nicolae Miritoiu and Mihaela Culea (cf. Spanu
2019, p. 145—163), features 101 and 657 are
male, while 360 and 1558 are female. The gender
of the deceased in graves 672 and 1403 remains
undetermined.

The chronological framework. The chrono-
logical framing of pit 1759a is determined by the
analogies with the mugs from graves 657 and 1403
(figs. 4: 2 and 4). Grave 657 contains a strongly
profiled fibula (fig. 5, above), while 1403 — a fibu-
la with enamel inlaid alveoli (fig. 5, bottom).

Technically, the strongly profiled fibulae from
Poienesti match to the Jobst 5/ Almgren 74—84
type (with a spring developed from the bow) ¢. The

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majority of Jobst 5 variants were widely used dur-
ing the B2a—B2b periods. In terms of absolute
chronology, their employment predates and over-
laps with the Marcomanic Wars. Subsequently,
their production ceased, their use declined and
they fell out of favour. Therefore, grave 657 can
be dated to the early phase of the Poienesti ne-
cropolis.

The fibula from grave 1403 consists of a coni-
cal plate surrounded by six discoidal niches with
polychrome enamel. A product of provincial work-
shops, this shape corresponds to the Riha 7.11.2
type and has numerous analogies in western and
Danubian Roman provinces, as well as in Sarma-
tian finds from Hungary or in Slovakia’. Speci-
mens of this type are dated to a wide range, i. e.
between the middle of the 1% and early 3' centu-
ry AD (Riha 1994, p. 159—160; cf. Leifeld 2007,
p- 243) 8. However, the majority of such fibulae
found north of the Black Sea are dated in the late
phase of this timeframe (late 2" — early 3" cen-
tury; Hellstrém 2018, p. 123: Variante VII.4h). A
close analogy for the 1403 (grave) — fibula is pro-
vided by a specimen from Kaiseraugst, dated to the
latter half of the 2" century and the beginning of
the following one (Riha 1979, p. 43, p. 186—187).
From this perspective, the fibula from grave 1403
can be regarded as one of the later chronological
marker of the Poienesti necropolis.

The graves cited indicate that the use of small
cups in funerary rituals persisted throughout the
entire period of the Poienesti necropolis. Simul-
taneously, the import of provincial fibulae can be
chronologically aligned with the appearance of
polished miniature mugs.

The spatial correlation with the necrop-
olis. Spatial analysis of the 2"—3 century ne-
cropolis at Poienesti has revealed a possible rec-
tangular grid underlying the distribution of grave
groups (Spanu 2012, p. 178—179, fig. 12; Spanu
2019, p. 83—89, fig. 32). Can the position of pit
1759a be correlated with this spatial organiza-
tion? Notably, pit 1759a is located at a consider-
able distance — approximately 14 m — from the
nearest grave at the southern end of the necropo-
lis. However, it is important to note that pit 1759a
appears to be collinear with the southernmost row
of graves, suggesting a possible adherence to the
broader spatial logic of the necropolis despite its
relative isolation. Furthermore, it is evident that
pit 1759a and three of the graves (408, 527 and
608) are situated at a comparable distance from
one another (see fig. 1). The 1759a feature and
the easternmost grave of the necropolis (1397, lo-

cated in the northeast of the area surveyed) form
an axis parallel to the main axes of the necropolis
(see fig. 1). The two axes (1397—1759a and 408—
1759a) are found to be relatively perpendicular
to each other. It is implausible that these spatial
relationships are merely coincidental.

Consequently, the location of pit 1759a does
not appear to be coincidental and can be corre-
lated with the rectangular layout of the necropo-
lis. The question of whether the deposition in pit
1759a was related to the procedures and plotting
of the cemetery’s layout in the 24—3" centuries
is a subject that may be raised. If this hypothesis
is valid, the deposit of mugs could be interpreted
as a founding offering for the Poienesti necropolis.
This hypothesis is not contradicted by the possi-
bility of dating the small mugs to the early phase
of the necropolis, as suggested by the inventory
of grave 657.

The impact of a cosmopolitan model: ves-
sel analogies in neighbouring environments.
The miniature mugs from pit 1759a fallow the
long-standing tradition of Greek oenochoe vessels
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(Richter, Milne 1935, p. 18—19; Schiering 1983,
p. 146, 152—153; Clarc et al. 2002, p. 118—119).
This tradition was perpetuated in the Roman
world in both ceramic and toreutic production®.
Determining the precise origin of the Poienesti
mugs would require a more extensive investiga-
tion than can be provided in this contribution.
However, it is important to emphasise certain
specific characteristics: the quality of the fabric,
the accuracy of the modelling, the surface treat-
ment, and the high-quality firing (whether oxi-
dising or reducing) are indicative of specialised
manufacture. A number of suggestive factors
may be invoked to assist in the unravelling of the
provenance of these mugs.

In the inventory of the potter’s kiln investigated
at Poienesti in the years 1989—1992 ) no repli-
cas of similar mugs were identified. At the present
stage of research one can only question whether
this absence is due to a hypothetical but possible
chronological gap. On the other hand, the hand-
worked mug discovered in pit 1759b (fig. 4: 6)
could illustrate autochthonous replicas. Its rudi-
mentary appearance suggests that it is a prod-
uct of local household pottery (it is implausible
that this mug was produced by a specialist pot-
ter). Despite the absence of explicit imitation, the
handmade mug from pit 1759b (fig. 4: 6) exhibits
a substantial similarity in size and capacity to
the mugs from pit 1759a (fig. 3). Their burial in
very close pits (fig. 2) is likely not an incidental
occurrence. In any case, the vessel from pit 1759b
reflects the influence of cosmopolitan provincial
and Pontic (?) environments in Barbaricum.

In the area of the Poienesti—Vartescoiu group
(fig. 6), with the exception of the few graves
from Poienesti mentioned above and a grave
from Padureni (Bichir 1973, 343, pl. CXXVII: 4,
grave 34), small mugs are more frequently found
in settlements (especially at Poiana-Dulcesti, but
also at Tifesti and Butnaresti; Bichir 1973, p. 82—
84, type d, p. 339—348, pl. CXXII[—CXXXII; cf.
Tonita 1982, fig. 25: 1—8).

The dimensions and the particular context of
the two shortest vessels from the pottery centre of
Butnéaresti have not been sufficiently analysed in
the literature (Bichir 1973, 345, pl. CXXIX: 1, 2).
The mugs from the Pruteni pottery centre (Vor-
nic et al. 2007, p. 101, type 1, fig. 10: 8; 36: 18;
66: 6; 71: 3; 74: 4) cannot be considered close for-
mal analogies for the specimens from pit 1759a,
as they are significantly larger (with belly diam-
eters exceeding 10—12 cm). The relatively small
number of miniature mugs, along with the high

quality of their craftsmanship, casts a particular

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light on the question of their provenance. If they
were produced in provincial workshops, these
miniature mugs could be interpreted as Roman
imports into the Poienesti-Vartescoiu cultural
group. However, if it could be demonstrated that
they were made in East-Carpathian pottery cen-
tres, this would provide compelling evidence for
the transmission of Roman pottery technology
into the Barbaricum.

In the present-day territory of Romania, mugs
similar to those in pit 1759a have been found in
contexts traditionally attributed to the Dacian
and Sarmatian culture. Miniature forms not very
different from a typological point of view come
from terrace V at Gradistea de Munte (Hune-
doara County). Here, in a dwelling, a wooden
medical kit was discovered, containing a pair of
bronze tweezers (vulsella), a scalpel (scalpellus),
a volcanic plate of Mediterranean origin and five
small vessels (fig. 7: 1, 2) ''. Closely related forms
have also been identified in other Dacian settle-
ments, such as Piscul Crasani or Tinosul, and are
interpreted as «ritual vessels», «toys» or «jars» for
storing substances used in medicine '2,

The kit from Gradistea de Munte and the
analogies in the Dacian environment have been
dated to the late 1st century — early 2"¢ century
AD (Daicoviciu et al. 1957, p. 262; Rustoiu 2019,
p. 133). The question arises as to whether this
kit could be regarded as an indicator of direct Ro-
man presence at Gradistea de Munte in the con-
text of the military conquest of Dacia. Given that
the medical utensils, the box in which they were
stored, and the volcanic stone are all imported
objects in the Dacian context of the Orastiei
Mountains, it is plausible that the five miniature
vessels — possibly associated with the storage of
medicinal products — were also of Greco-Roman
origin.

Small-sized cups (measuring between 8 and
10 cm in height) are frequently found in Sarma-
tian graves across the East-Carpathian region.
These vessels represent a recurrent element of
funerary practice and serve as cultural markers
of nomadic ritual traditions. The most numerous
and typologically diverse examples are those fired
in a reductive atmosphere. Comparable ceramic
series to the grey vessels uncovered in pit 1759a

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originate from the Sarmatian necropolises at Liv-
eni-Lutarie and Vlasinesti—Iazul Nou (Botogani
County; fig. 7: 6—11). Both necropolises are dat-
ed to the period between the 2nd century and
the first half of the 3" century AD (Diaconescu
2013, p. 9; Ciucalau 2018, p. 18—19). The custom
of depositing small cups in Sarmatian burials
can be traced further eastward, throughout the
North Pontic region, reaching as far as the Kuban
area '3,

On the other hand, mugs made of fine fabric,
fired in an oxidizing environment and coated with
slip, are attested much less frequently. A nearly
identical parallel to the red vessels from feature
1759a comes from the Sarmatian grave at Chis-
cani-sat (Braila County; Ota, Sirbu 2009, p. 119,
fig. 2: 5). This jar (fig. 7: 3), made of red fabric,
measures 9.7 cm in height * — comparable in size
to the specimens from Poienegti. The partially re-
covered funerary inventory from Chiscani (fig. 6:
3—>5) included, in addition to the vessel, a mirror-
pendant, an earring, and a fibula with headknob,
external chord and vertical catchplate (Fibel mit
hohem Nadelhalter /| Almgren Group VII, Se-
ries I). This assemblage dates to the second half
of the 2nd century — first half of the 3" century
AD, corresponding to the late Cla — early Clb
phase (Barca 2022, p. 149; cf. Cocis, Barca 2020,
p. 148; Barca, Cocis 2022, p. 254, fig. 3: 11; Barca,
Cocis 2023, p. 36, 44, fig. 3: 11).

Vitalie Barca’s assertion that similar vessels,
both oxidising and reductive, cannot be attributed
exclusively to a specific ethnic tradition is well-
founded. Instead, these vessels are more likely
to be attributed to a blend of cultural influences.
The quality of the fabric and the painting of the
Chiscani mug indicate that its production was ei-
ther the result of a «<barbarian» craftsman operat-
ing in contact with the Roman environment of the
Lower Danube, or a craftsman of Roman origin
who was active in the area of interaction on the
limes, where trade between the Romans and the
non-Romans was frequent (Barca 2022, p. 149).
Moreover, the fluidity of the /imes and the circula-
tion of provincial ceramic forms in the East-Car-
pathian area are also indicated by other Roman
varieties, such as slender pots with or without
handles (Spanu 2020, p. 101—104, fig. 24).

Miniature vessels are not an unusual feature
in Roman provincial funerary practices, and they
are frequently found in children’s graves. For in-
stance, at Viminacium (Moesia Superior), small
jugs characteristic of the 2™ to mid-3' centuries
AD have been interpreted either as toys (when
they appear in infant graves) or as containers for
sauces and condiments (in the case of miniature
bowls in adult graves; Nikolié et al. 2023, p. 182).
The small vessels therefore probably had a sym-
bolic role in the funerary context. They either
contained ritual food for the afterlife (in a form of
pars pro toto) or they were used to store medici-
nal / valuable substances, which were stored in
small vessels due to the rarity and small quanti-
ties available.

Conclusion. The deposition of the five mugs
in pit 1759a (and possibly also in 1759b) is a note-
worthy discovery, both for its atypical nature and
for the composition of the ceramic assemblage.
The vessels were clearly arranged deliberately,
yet the absence of any osteological or funerary re-
mains rules out the conventional interpretation
of a grave. Instead, this context suggests an in-
tentional offering with symbolic significance: the
vessels were not accidentally discarded, but pur-
posefully deposited as part of a ritual act.

The location of pits 1759a—b at the southern
boundary of the necropolis appears intentional
rather than coincidental. The positioning re-
spects the geometry of the cemetery organization,
being aligned with the axes and groups of graves,
which supports the hypothesis of an intentional
correlation with the layout plan of the necropo-
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lis. Within this framework, the ceramic features
can be interpreted as a possible founding offering,
associated with the initiation, land division and
sacralization of the cemetery in the 2! century
AD.

From a typological and technological perspec-
tive, the mugs exhibit multiple influences, sug-
gesting either the work of a local craftsman in
contact with the Roman environment, or the pres-
ence of a Roman or Pontic craftsman in a border
area. It is further possible that he created new ce-
ramic types with funerary/ritual function, draw-
ing from both his own background > and local ce-
ramic preferences in Barbaricum. The vessels are
part of the tradition of pottery with ritual func-
tion in the areas of interaction between nomads
and sedentary people. Typological parallels from
sites attributed to Sarmatic and Dacian cultures
indicate a circulation of these types of vessels be-
tween the late 1st and early 3'¢ century AD. The
function of these vessels is likely to have been
symbolic in funerary or cultic contexts, suggest-
ing their use for the storage of rare substances,
including food, medicine, sacred items, or mini-
ature representations of offerings (pars pro toto).

Moreover, sacred areas in the Greco-Roman
world were complex structures that included tem-
ples along with their surrounding spaces, as well
as mausoleums, aediculae, ritual pits, and even

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graves. Ceramic deposits are well documented
in sacred areas of the ancient world, appearing
as favissae, bothroi, foundation offerings, or in
aquatic context (springs, and other consecrated
waters). For instance, in the two sanctuaries of
Emporio (island of Chios), various deposits of
miniature objects have been discovered (Osborne
2010, p. 4). In the Athenian sanctuary, these
miniatures appear in the form of kalathoi (in-
cense vessels), small shields, bowls and kettles.
In contrast, the sanctuary in the harbour concen-
trates on Eastern-influenced offerings, jewellery
and miniatures associated with corporeality and
status transitions, such as marriage or initiation
(Osborne 2010, p. 4). Miniature objects function
in a dual capacity, serving as symbolic substitutes
and as material vehicles of ideology and negotia-
tion with divine power '°.

From this perspective, the features 1759a and
1759b can be interpreted as small local favissae,
in which the consecrated vessels were not thrown
away but deposited in a ritualized space. As illus-
trated in fig. 8, the hypothesis that the five small
vessels were deposited in alignment with the cem-
etery and within a defined sacred space suggests
a ritualized and intentional function. These con-
tainers are clearly not random discards; rather,
they appear to serve as votive deposits. It can be
suggested that the assemblage functioned either
as a foundation offering or as a symbolic demar-
cation of the boundaries of the funerary realm,
thus ritually enclosing the sacred space. The use
of miniature and less common forms supports
an interpretation of symbolic value, ritual spe-
cialization, and controlled deposition practices, in
line with parallels documented in Mediterranean
sanctuaries.

In conclusion, the small pits at Poienesti reflect
the integration of cosmopolitan models into a «bar-
barian» context, as well as significant transfor-
mations in the religious and funerary mentality
of East-Carpathian communities in contact with
the Roman world. Feature 1759a (and potentially
1759b) thus functions as an archaeological indi-
cator of the cultural and symbolic reconfiguration
processes taking place in the contact zones along
the eastern frontier of the Roman Empire.

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ORNAMENTAL TRADITIONS IN LATE HELLENISTIC
TABLE WARE FROM MYRMEKION

This article examines the Hellenistic ceramic assem-
blage from Myrmekion preserved at the National Mu-
seum in Warsaw, formed during excavations in Crimea
in the 1950s, with particular attention to fragments of
painted table ware from the Late Hellenistic period.
Their vegetal decoration reflects both local Bosporan
traditions and broader artistic influences.

Keywords: Hellenistic period, Northern Black Sea
region, Bosporan Kingdom, Myrmekion, table ware,
plant motifs.

Introduction. The Late Hellenistic period in
the Northern Black Sea region was marked by
significant political and economic transforma-
tions that directly affected the material culture of
local centres. The Bosporan Kingdom, which in-
cluded eastern Crimea and the Taman Peninsula,
was one of the largest states in the region, where
elements of Greek peripheral culture survived
for several centuries. The study of the materials
from the Bosporus makes it possible to trace the
adaptation of panhellenistic models alongside lo-
cal innovations, particularly within domestic cat-
egories such as table ware.

During this period, it is traditionally represent-
ed by both imported categories and local products
that not only imitated Attic or Asia Minor proto-
types but also embodied distinctive local features.
Of particular value in this respect are fragments
of painted vessels preserving decorative elements
that diverge from classical Attic conventions and
thus allow for the identification of stylistic traits
characteristic of local production. Accordingly,
the aim of this article is to analyse the orna-
mental repertoire of painted table ware from the
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Bosporus and to determine its place within the
decorative traditions of the Northern Black Sea
region and the Mediterranean during the Hellen-
istic period. The objectives of the study include
the characterization of morphological and techno-
logical features, analysis of the painted decora-
tion, identification of stylistic parallels, and re-
finement of the chronology of the assemblage.

One of the key sites for the present research
is the insufficiently studied ceramic assemblage
from ancient Myrmekion. This centre belonged to
the so-called small cities of the Bosporan King-
dom and was founded by colonists from Mile-
tus at the turn of the first and second quarters
of the 6% century BC (Vinogradov 1999, p. 288).
Geographically, Myrmekion was located approxi-
mately 4 km east of Panticapaeum, the capital of
the Bosporan rulers. Today, the site is located at
Cape Quarantine within the city of Kerch, on the
shore of the Kerch Strait.

The Greek and Roman periods in the history
of the city extend from the mid-6" century BC
to the 4% century AD. Throughout this period,
Myrmekion experienced phases of prosperity
and decline. With regard to the Hellenistic pe-
riod, which is the focus of the present study, it
should be defined here in terms of specific histori-
cal events in the city’s history. It began around
the turn of the 4™ to 3" centuries BC, following
the reconstruction of the city after the fire of the
mid-4* century BC, and lasted until the second
quarter of the 1% century BC. At this time, the
Pontic king Mithridates VI Eupator came to
power in the Bosporan Kingdom, and protracted
wars with Rome followed. Conflict with local au-
thorities, as well as the destructive earthquake of
63 BC, led to a crisis in urban life at Myrmekion
(Tatimyrxesuu 1959, c. 6).

The history of archaeological research on the
Bosporus, and on Myrmekion in particular, cov-
ers approximately two centuries. In 1820, Paul
Dubrux and Ivan Stempkovsky prepared the first
schematic plan of the city. The first small-scale
excavations were carried out here by Alexander
Lyutsenko in 1863. Over the following fifty years,
research at the site remained sporadic. Systematic
excavations began in the 1930s, with an interrup-
tion during the Second World War. During this pe-
riod, cultural layers dating from the second half of
the 6™ century BC to the 3" century AD were un-
covered (laitmykeBuu 1959, c. 3—15; Scholl 2014,
s. 118—140). The Hellenistic period is particularly
well represented, marked by local development of
viticulture (I"atimyresmua 1949, c. 169).

History and Characteristics of the Col-
lection. A particularly notable episode in the
history of research at Myrmekion was the joint
Soviet-Polish excavations of 1956—1958 (fig. 1).
The expedition was led on the Polish side by Ka-
zimierz Michatowski and on the Soviet side by
Viktor Gaidukevich. As noted in the memoirs
of members of the Polish expedition, the teams
worked in different areas of the site and em-
ployed different field methods, which facilitated
an exchange of experience. Each year the exca-
vations lasted for two months. In the following
year, an exhibition dedicated to the results of the
completed field season was held at the museum
in Warsaw (Ilose 2021, ¢. 138—139). It should
be noted that all these stages were well docu-
mented: exhibition catalogues and excavation
reports were published in three volumes (Kata-
log... 1957; Michatowski 1958; Iaitgykesua 1959;
Pamietnik... 1959; Sztetylto 1976). In 1958, this
practice of joint excavations came to an end for
political reasons. Nevertheless, these short-term
excavations in Crimea yielded remarkable ma-
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terials that are now part of the collection of the
National Museum in Warsaw.

Although the collection was formed on the ba-
sis of materials from only three field seasons, its
principal characteristic may be described as its
representativeness. The most numerous categories
of material are pottery, which belongs to different
chronological periods. The earliest finds were dated
by researchers to the 6% century BC. Typological-
ly, the collection includes the following categories:
transport amphorae, relief bowls, terracotta figu-
rines, lamps, household items, cooking ware, and
table ware. It divided into imported vessels and lo-
cally produced ceramics, to which the materials se-
lected for this study belong. A substantial portion of
the assemblage dates to the Hellenistic period (late
415 centuries BC), which is the second char-
acteristic feature of this collection (Kotenko 2024,
p. 80—82). This, however, may not fully reflect the
actual proportion of finds from Myrmekion, as it
rather represents the stratigraphic situation of a
particular excavation area.

General Characteristics of the Materials.
A group of painted table ware is of particular in-
terest, although it remains insufficiently studied
despite its widespread presence in Hellenistic lay-
ers of Bosporan centres. Within the examined col-
lection, it is represented by 43 fragments. Given
the absence of complete vessels, a comprehensive
morphological analysis is not possible. Therefore,
the present study focuses primarily on the exami-
nation of ornamental compositions. Despite their
fragmentary preservation, these materials allow
the identification of morphological and decorative
features that are typical of Bosporan production
(Kotenko 2025, p.28). The fabrics of the frag-
ments are composed of locally sourced clay and are
characterized by a reddish to orange colour with
minor limestone inclusions. They mainly belong

to jugs and possibly, to bowls. The wall thickness
varies from 0.4 to 0.8 cm, while the body diameter
of the jugs may have reached up to 20 cm.

The archaeological context of this material is
particularly interesting. The fragments selected
for this study originate primarily from build-
ings A, B—BI, and C—CI (fig. 2), which were
excavated in 1956—1957 (Michatowski 1958,
s. 29—48; Sztetyltto 1976, s. 12). Within the build-
ing assemblage, they are situated in close proxim-
ity to the winery (fig. 3), which was in operation
during the 3'—1¢ centuries BC (Michalowski
1958, s. 48—64). This pottery was attributed to
local production and dated to the late 3"*—early
2n centuries BC (Sztetylto 1976, tabl. XI—XII).
However, based on a number of analogies from
other Bosporan centres, a later chronology can-
not be excluded, potentially extending to the en-
tire 1% century BC (Corombcruit 1976, pwuc. 53:
6). This interpretation is consistent with other
finds, including those from buildings C—CI,
which could also date to the Late Hellenistic
period. Consequently, it is possible to propose a
later dating for local painted table ware from the
Bosporus, namely the 2"—1% centuries BC, in
consideration of the long-standing local tradition
of decorating table vessels.

Surface Treatment. The analysis of the mate-
rial begins with the examination of vessel surface
treatment. The assemblage is characterized by a
coating whose colour ranges from reddish brown
(fig. 4: 1—3, 5—10) to brownish purple (fig. 4: 4).
Technologically, however, all fragments belong to
a single tradition of coating the external surface
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of vessels with slips (engobe). In terms of their
physical properties, the slips are composed of
fine-grained clays that are more plastic than the
forming clay of the vessels themselves. As is well
known, slips on ceramic vessels serve not only an
aesthetic function but also a protective one, name-
ly, the reduction of water absorption by the vessel
walls. For this reason, vessels, whether unfired or
already fired, were commonly coated with various
clay-based preparations. As a primary decorative
element, slips were rarely used. More often, they
served either as a ground for painted decoration
or to mask the natural colour of the ceramic body.
Given the presence of painted ornament applied
over the slip, it can be assumed that in the case of
these vessels such a surface treatment fulfilled both
functions. The observed variation in colour was in-
fluenced by technological aspects of the production
process. In all cases, the mixture was prepared us-
ing ferruginous clay (with a high Fe,O, content)
combined with other basic components (Kpacaosa
2017, c. 82—83). For the reddish-brown samples, a
stable oxidising firing regime was most likely em-
ployed, whereas the brownish-purple coating may
have resulted from an unstable or partially reduc-
ing atmosphere during firing.

Painting. A common feature of all the frag-
ments is the presence of ornament executed in a
dense white substance (fig. 4). It was evidently
applied with brushes of varying thickness, which
primarily depended on the size of the vessel and
the chosen motif. Considering several production
features (visible brushstrokes, uneven density in
different areas of application, separation from the

underlying layer), it can be argued that the white
substance in this case represents paint. Typi-
cally, such paints were applied over the slip, af-
ter which the vessel was either not fired again or
fired only at relatively low temperatures. Accord-
ing to ceramic traditions of different periods and
regions, such mixtures were usually prepared us-
ing mineral pigments, most often calcium-based
(CaCO,), which gave them their white colour
(Atanassova et al. 2024). In eastern Crimea, they
could have been obtained from local limestone de-
posits, which were widely available to the popula-
tion and easy to process.

Types of Motifs. On the selected fragments,
the motifs are comparatively simple and differ
markedly from the artistic standards of previous
periods. Nevertheless, they may be regarded as
reflecting the specific techniques and aesthetic
preferences of the Hellenistic period in the North-
ern Black Sea region. Predominantly, such locally
produced pottery was decorated with vegetal or-
nament, including representations of grapevines,
ivy, and dotted motifs. First of all, these motifs
should be understood in the broader context of
Greek wine-drinking culture, with which they
are inextricably linked. Given that the analysed
fragments belong predominantly to jugs, this as-
sociation becomes particularly evident. Moreover,
decorative schemes related to wine consumption
were a common feature of sympotic pottery in
earlier periods, indicating a degree of continuity
in both imagery and cultural meaning.
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The largest number of fragments show a styl-
ized depiction of a grapevine — ampelos (fig. 4:
1, 2). This can be explained by the economic pro-
file of Bosporan settlements, including Myrme-
kion, where viticulture played a strategically
significant role. It can be inferred that both the
viticultural industry and the plant itself carried
not only Panhellenic symbolic meaning but also
an important role in the local context. As is well
known, grapevine was not cultivated in Crimea
as a domesticated plant prior to the settlement
of the region by Greeks (based on data from the
southwestern part of the peninsula) (Cordova,
Lehman 2003, p. 1483—1501). In addition to its
economic importance, grapevine was also closely
associated with the religious sphere of local life in
Greek mythology, grapevine held a symbolic con-
nection to the god Dionysus. Several mythologi-
cal narratives are connected to this plant, notably
the transformation of Ampelos, a companion of
Dionysus, into a grapevine (Nonnus, Dionysiaca
11). The myths also feature maenads, who were
associated with grapes and winemaking, and one
of the hamadryade nymphs was personified as a
grapevine (ampelos).

The second category includes depictions of
climbing ivy (fig. 4: 5—7). Ivy garlands were wide-
ly known in Hellenistic vase painting. According
to evidence from Attic and Asia Minor table wares,
this motif became one of the most recognizable in
the West Slope style, which spread from the late
Classical period onward. Ivy is also a typical at-

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tribute of Dionysus. In the iconographic tradition
of vase painting, the god’s head was often adorned
with an ivy wreath. This motif may have been
symbolically transferred to ceramic ornamenta-
tion in the form of encircling garlands around the
rims or along the bodies of vessels. The depiction
is characterized by the presence of typical cordate
leaves, which the plant produces only during its
vegetative growth phase. It is also possible that
ivy was well known to the Pontic Greeks, given
the favourable climatic conditions of the region
at the time, which were close to Mediterranean
standards (Cordova 2015, p. 128—131).

As a supplementary element, in most cases, or-
namental compositions include clusters or rows
of dots (fig. 4: 8—10). These evidently also belong
to the same vegetal motif and can be interpreted
as a stylistic representation of grapevine inflores-
cences or ivy berries.

Considering the association of grapevine and
ivy with the cult of Dionysus, several points
should be noted. Various categories of archaeo-
logical evidence indicate that the popularity of
this god in the Bosporan Kingdom was strongly
supported by socio-political factors. This support
came from the ruling Spartocid dynasty and,
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later, from the authority of the Pontic king. For
example, at the end of the 2"4—1% centuries BC,
during the reign of Mithridates VI Eupator, the
iconography of Dionysus and his attributes oc-
cupied a prominent place in local coinage, and
the ruler himself adopted the sacred epithet Di-
onysus (Kysuma 2008, c. 34—41). It is likely that
the choice of this cult was influenced by its wide-
spread presence in regions of Asia Minor and the
Northern Black Sea, where Dionysus was regard-
ed as a deity with pronounced soteriological and
apotropaic functions. Thus, the ornamentation of
local pottery should be considered not only as an
aesthetic feature of everyday life but also through
the lens of the syncretic Hellenistic worldview.
Stylistic Parallels. As noted above, the veg-
etal motifs in the painted pottery of the Northern
Black Sea region show close parallels with those
of the West Slope style. It was the most wide-
spread mode of ceramic decoration in the Hel-
lenistic period. Early Attic examples of this style
(late 4*—3" centuries BC) were characterized
by a glossy black-glazed surface and a refined
manner of painting. In later products, particu-
larly those of the so-called Pergamene type (24—
1t centuries BC), these distinctive features grad-
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ually disappeared. The surface coating gradually
developed reddish tones, while the typical vegetal
ornaments executed in white paint lost their ear-
lier refinement. It is therefore likely that these
categories of imported pottery in the Bosporan
centres served as stylistic models, encouraging
local craftsmen to imitate them and eventually to
develop their own type of table ware.

Such imitation is also reflected in the pottery
of other centres in the Northern Black Sea region.
In particular, the local ceramic tradition of Tau-
ric Chersonesos featured a closely comparable
painted decoration, with the key difference being
its inverted use of colour (dark on light). Such ta-
ble ware is generally dated to an earlier period,
mostly within the 3" century BC. From here, it
was actively supplied to centres of the northwest-
ern Black Sea region, including Olbia, Tyras, and
Nikonion (Kotenko 2024). Unlike the Bosporan
examples, Chersonesan jugs were often coated
with a light slip. Over such surface, vegetal mo-
tifs (grapevines, laurel sprigs, olive branches)
were applied in red paint, frequently combined
with linear bands (Korernxo 2021, c. 245—246). In
this way, the centres of the Northern Black Sea
region served as active hubs for the adaptation
and transformation of Hellenistic decorative mo-
tifs within the periphery of the Greek world.

Conclusions. The study of historical collec-
tions remains highly relevant, as the accumula-
tion of new materials provides opportunities to
reinterpret artifacts and gain a deeper under-
standing of the material culture of Black Sea
poleis. The collection of Myrmekion preserved
at the National Museum in Warsaw currently
represents the most comprehensive assem-
blage from the Bosporan Kingdom available for
study. A systematic analysis of these materials
reveals a range of research questions concern-
ing the history of this part of the Greek world,
from the Classical period to the Roman era. The
ceramics examined in this study have provided
new insights into local decorative traditions in
Late Hellenistic pottery. As revealed, fragments
of table ware, despite their relative typological
uniformity, demonstrate regional distinctiveness
in decorative details, compositional schemes, and
painting techniques. The analysis of ornamenta-
tion demonstrates a close connection between lo-
cal production and the broader artistic trends of
the Hellenistic world, which should be considered
within the framework of the Mediterraneaniza-
tion of the peripheral regions of the Northern
Black Sea (Cordova 2015, p. 203—214). Vegetal
motifs, compositional arrangements, and colour
schemes reflect the adaptation of West Slope tra-
ditions, which in the Bosporan context assumed
simplified and generalized forms. At the same
time, a distinct local style emerges, shaped by the
technological features of production, the use of a
dense dark slip, and contrasting white painting.
The ornamental motifs, in particular grapevines
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and ivy, can be interpreted not only as decorative
devices but also as components of a broader cul-
tural and religious context of the Hellenistic peri-
od. Therefore, the Myrmekion material from the
Warsaw collection represents a valuable source
for studying processes of transformation and lo-
cal reinterpretation of ancient artistic models in
the Northern Black Sea region.

EARLY SARMATIAN BURIALS
FROM THE BARROW NEAR NOVE
MAZHAROVE VILLAGE AT THE ORIL
RIVER BASIN

Two closed archaeological assemblages of the Early
Sarmatian inserted graves are published in the paper.
The results of the excavation of the Forest-Steppe Pre-
ventive Archaeological Expedition of Kharkiv State
University headed by Serhiy Berestnev, which carried
out the research in the area of construction of irriga-
tion systems near the village of Nove Mazharove in the
Kharkiv region, are presented. The barrow group is lo-
cated on the first floodplain terrace of the right bank
of the Oril River and, at the time of the research, con-
sisted of 8 mounds.

Barrow 1 was erected during the Bronze Age. The
primary grave of the Yamna cultural-historical com-
munity, inserted graves of the Zrubna cultural-histori-
cal community and also two Early Sarmatian burials
were discovered under the barrow mound. To date, only
10 assemblages are known in the basins of the Oril and
Samara rivers that can be reliably attributed to the
Early Sarmatian period. Thus, the publication of two
more burials complements and expands our knowledge
about the initial stage of the Sarmatian penetration of
the Northern Pontic region.

Both graves from the Nove Mazharove barrow group
were made in narrow pits with a meridian orientation;
the skeletons laid supine, with their heads directed to
the northern sector. In the first burial, the fibula of the
Zarubintsy-type with traces of repair was discovered, the
fragment of a bronze mirror, and small fragments of hand-
made pottery were found near the head. From the second
grave the hand-made jug, decorated with a frieze of carved
ornaments on the shoulders, the clay spindle whorl, bronze
earrings, a glass pendant and beads that were found in the
area of the chest and legs of the skeleton.

The excavated burials were female and can be dated
within the chronological frames of the second half of
the 2r—1% centuries BC. They are part of the massif
of Early Sarmatian sites, localized on the border of the
steppe and forest-steppe natural zones in a large terri-
tory from the Dnieper to the Volga.

SARMATIAN GRAVES WITH WEAPONS DISCOVERED
IN WALLACHIA AND MOLDAVIA

The aim of this paper is to discuss the main char-
acteristics (number, territorial distribution, grave lay-
out, deposition, age and sex of the deceased, typology
of weapons, the place of weapons in the grave, funerary
inventory, dating) of the Sarmatian graves with weap-
ons found in Wallachia and Moldavia.

Keywords: Sarmatians, Wallachia, Moldavia, gra-
ves with weapons, funerary ritual, grave goods.

Introduction. At a first glance, the way to re-
search the Sarmatian burials in Wallachia and
Moldavia by analysing each piece of inventory
separately (hand-made ceramics, spindle whorls,
wheel-made pottery, Roman imports) may ap-
pear rather less productive, as it does not seem
to provide an overview, but only fragments that
may seem difficult to correlate with each other.
The analysis of the Sarmatian discoveries in only
two geographical regions, located on the outskirts
of the vast area inhabited by the populations
called «Sarmatians» in ancient written sources,
more precisely Wallachia (the region between the
Danube River to the south and east, the South-
ern Carpathians to the north and the Olt River
to the west; fig. 1) and Moldavia (the territory
between the Prut River to the east and the East-
ern Carpathians to the west; fig. 1), can give the
impression of an irrelevant approach. The appar-
ent geographical limitation to the two mentioned
regions, Wallachia and Moldavia, is due not to
convenience however, but to the specific situation
of archaeological discoveries and historical evolu-
tion. During the 1%—3" centuries AD, Wallachia
was an area under Roman supervision (Ota 2007,
p. 51—53; 2016, p. 131—135; Ota, Sirbu 2013,
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p. 291; 2019, p. 154); part of it was even integrat-
ed into the Roman province of Moesia Inferior
during the second expedition of Emperor Trajan
against Dacians — Petolescu 2010, p. 163). It is
here that, with the consent and under the super-
vision of the Romans, Sarmatian communities ar-
rived in three main stages: the last decade of the
1st century AD and the first decades of the next
century; the end of the 2" century AD and the
first half of the 3" century; the end of the 3" cen-
tury AD (Ota 2024, p. 58, note 100, with the pre-
vious bibliography).

Number and territorial distribution. The
Sarmatian discoveries in Wallachia are concen-
trated in the north-east, east and south of the re-
gion, less so in the central part, while the discov-
eries attributed to the Dacians are registered in
the west and centre of the region, thus outlining
a specific archaeological landscape, with two spe-
cial areas, which overlap only partially (Diaconu
1963, p. 338; Niculescu 2003, S. 182; Ota, Sirbu
2019, p. 151—152). Only the south of Moldavia,
until the Tulucesti—Traian rampart, was under
Roman rule (Ionita 1982, p. 20; Croitoru 2004,
p. 81—82; Ota 2013, p. 319). From an archaeo-
logical point of view, the rest of the area shows
the same distribution in two areas that overlap
only across a limited zone: Dacian discoveries in
western and central Moldavia, discoveries attrib-
uted to the Sarmatians in the northeast, east and
south (Ota 2024, p. 51). This coexistence between
Sarmatians and Dacians, corroborated, in the
case of Wallachia and Southern Moldavia, with
Roman supervision, determined certain char-
acteristic features of Sarmatian discoveries in
Wallachia and Moldavia, such as: small number
of finds, concentrated in certain areas; small
number of graves in groups; small number of tu-
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mular graves and of burials with weapons; few
Roman imports; small number of graves belong-
ing to elites (for details, see Ota 2016, p. 131—
135; Ota, Sirbu 2016a, p. 215—219, 231—234;
Ota 2024, p. 48—51). Regarding the inventory
of graves, an important characteristic of the Sar-
matian graves in Wallachia and Moldavia should
be highlighted, more precisely the predominance
of the deposition of wheel-made ceramic vessels,
with analogies in the repertoire of the Dacian
pottery, which is an effect of the commercial re-
lations of the Sarmatians with the Dacians (Ota
2024, p. 49—50). A phenomenon typical of nu-
merous tribes whose unification under a single
ethnonym was justified by external observers
on the basis of shared general traits (Ota, Sirbu
2012, p. 127—128; Ota 2018, p. 41; 2024, p. 46),
the analysis of grave goods types separated on re-
gions has revealed, alongside common features,
certain specific differences as well. It is what I
have tried to do for the two regions whose partic-
ular aspect I explained above, more precisely, to
outline the characteristic features of the custom
of depositing various grave goods. This is a neces-
sary step in order to then be able to recompose the
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burial customs of the Sarmatian communities in
Wallachia and Moldavia and to provide a viable
term of comparison with the Sarmatian burials
in other regions (for an overview of graves with
weapons in Crimea, Carpathian basin and the re-
gions situated north of Black Sea see XpanyHuos u
ap. 2020, c. 7—13; Cumonenko 2010, c. 237—244;
2015, c. 308—319).

In this approach on the weapons deposited in
the burials attributed to the Sarmatians from
Wallachia and Moldavia I took into consideration
daggers and short swords, swords, spearheads
and arrowheads. I have excluded from this analy-
sis G. 12 from Isaiia (Ursulescu, Kogalniceanu
2002—2004, p. 32—33, 38) because the prove-
nance of the bronze sleeve from an arrow is not
certain, and the fact that the sternum of the de-
ceased person was pierced by an arrow does not
necessarily imply an intentional deposition of the
weapon, but a presence related to the cause of a
wound, too. G. 8 from Liscoteanca-Movila Olaru-
lui (Ota, Sirbu 2009, p. 127—128, with the pre-
vious bibliography) has recently been dated to
the Iron Age (Schiitz et al. 2025, p. 4086). I did
not include among the graves with proper weap-

ons neither G. 205 from Targsor (Diaconu 1965,
p. 21, 25, 28) nor the funeral complex from Hlin-
cea (Chirica, Tanasachi 1984, p. 95, no. XXXVIII:
47), where a spur was found, which might be only
an indicator of a certain way of living related to
riding. The funerary structure from Vitanesti
(Sirbu et al. 2014, p. 85—89, no. 47, with the
previous bibliography), where the harness pieces
were interpreted as status symbols (Ota, Sirbu,
Matei 2013, p. 336—337) and the burial from
Draganesti (Trohani, Zorzoliu 1983, p. 218, 220),
whose inventory (among which harness items) is
known only from the statements of the discover-
ers, the only preserved object being a mug, were
also not included in this analysis. Still unpub-
lished until now, both G. 6 and G. 10 from Valea
Lupului-terasa (Dinu 1955, p. 79—80) have been
excluded, too, especially due to the possibility that
some of the funerary structures uncovered in the
site may date to a later period, as is the case with
G. 1 (Ota 2018, p. 43). As in all previous analy-
ses of grave goods from Sarmatian graves that
I have published, emphasis has been placed not
only on the typology of the objects but especially
on the features of the funerary ritual. Therefore,
neither the dagger discovered at Cazanesti (Sirbu
et al. 2014, p. 35), which is merely presumed to
originate from a grave, nor the items from G. 4 at
Draguseni-Ocoale (Crismaru 1977, p. 135), G. 4 at
Draguseni-Ostrov (Crismaru 1981, p. 83—84, 88),
and G. 7 at Prajeni-Tarna (Ursulescu et al. 2021,
p. 171), whose fragmentary condition prevents
their secure classification as daggers or knives,
have been taken into account when discussing
the characteristics of the graves with weapons.
Although the length of the blade of the item found
in G. 68 at Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoliis a
small one (10.3 cm), which raises questions about
its classification as dagger or knife (observation
made by Istvanovits, Kulcsar 2008, p. 99 regard-
ing the item found at UllG), I still have taken into
consideration in this analysis.
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The number of graves with weapons that were
discussed amounts to 54, of which 26 in Walla-
chia and 28 in Moldavia (fig. 1). The 26 buri-
als with weapons from Wallachia come from
19 sites: seven isolated graves (Vedea, Balta
Alba, Cazanesti G. 1, Mihaesti, Nicolae Balcescu,
Rosiori, Insuratei-canal de irigatie) and 19 graves
found in 12 groups, with variable percentages of
graves with weapons, as follows (table 1) .

The 28 Sarmatian graves with weapons found
until now in the area between the Carpathians
and the Prut River come from 25 sites: nine iso-
lated graves (Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli
G. 68, Dangeni, Munteni, Podu Iloaiei, Roma,
Serbotesti, Targu Frumos G. 11, Tepu, Vaslui
G. 1) and 19 from 16 groups, with variable per-
centages as follows (table 2)2.

The comparison between the two tables gives
rise to two important observations: a) The over-
all number of graves containing weapons is low
relative to the total number of Sarmatian buri-
als identified until now: less than 10 % in Walla-
chia and less than 14 % in Moldavia; b) The
number of graves with weapons within burial
groups is generally small: only four clusters show
proportions between 50 % and 100 % (Pogana,

1. One of the 16 graves at Ramnicelu is much
earlier, dating back to the Iron Age (Schiitz et al. 2025,
p. 4086). Based on the published data, the number of
graves in Rugetu could be estimated at three: one with
two ceramic vessels, whose drawing was published by
Gheorghe Bichir, possibly one with lapis lazuli and
chalcedony beads (the beads were not represented on
the grave plan published, so I supposed they came
from another burial) and a possible third grave with
a dagger, unless the weapon was associated with the
beads (Bichir 1972, p. 141, 146, 155, 156; 1977, p. 169,
172, 185, map 2; 1996, p. 310).

2. Judging according to the funerary inventory,
at Broscauti-vatra satului more than one burial was
discovered, considering the fact that the dagger is never
associated with mirrors in the inventory of Sarmatian
graves from Moldavia and Wallachia.

Poganesti, and lasi-Palatul Culturii in Moldavia,
and Liscoteanca-Mos Filon in Wallachia); eight
groups have percentages ranging between 30 %
and 37 % (three in Wallachia and five in Mol-
davia); four groups fall between 20 % and 25 %
(three in Wallachia and one in Moldavia); anoth-
er four groups range between 10 and 17 % (one in
Wallachia and three in Moldavia); six groups dis-
play percentages below 10 % (three in Wallachia
and three in Moldavia).

The grave layout. Regardless of the type of
weapon deposited (dagger, sword, spearhead, ar-
rowhead), the graves with weapons from Walla-
chia and Moldavia are either flat (26 cases) or
arranged in elevated terrain (25 cases). The
number of flat graves found in the two regions is
similar: 11 in Wallachia (Braila-Hipodrom G. 2,
Bucu G. 10, Gradistea G. 1 and G. 4, Mihaesti,
Nicolae Balcescu, Oltenita-lordoc G. 6, Oltenita-
Renie G. 3, Rusetu, Insuratei-canal de irigatie,
Vedea) and 15 in Moldavia (Barlad-Scoala de
Mecanici Agricoli G. 68, Broscauti-vatra satului,
Dangeni, lasi-Palatul Culturii G. 2, Ivesti G. 3,
Mitoc G. 2, Munteni, Podu Iloaiei, Pogorasti G. 3,
Pogana G. 1 and G. 2, Probota, Serbotesti, Tepu,
Untesti G. 1). The graves buried in elevated ter-
rain predominantly made use of natural eleva-
tions in Wallachia — ten graves were located in
tells (at Liscoteanca-Mos Filon, Liscoteanca-
Movila Olarului, Liscoteanca-Movila din baltd,
Ramnicelu, and Cazanesti), and two graves were
found in sand dunes (at Largu). Burial mounds
raised in earlier periods were used less frequent-
ly, with only two graves found in such contexts (at
Rosiori and Smeeni G. 3). In Moldavia, however,
secondary graves in ancient tumuli predominate
compared to Wallachia: 11 (Barlad-Depozit G. 3,
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Giurcani G. 5, Manoleasa G. 1, Poganesti G. 2—
4, Prajeni-Alimdandra T.III G.2, Targu Fru-
mos G. 11, Valea Lupului-Movila G. 9, Slobozia
Hanesti, possibly also Roma G. 4). Only three of
the 54 graves with weapons were buried in tumuli
specially constructed for them: one in Wallachia
(Balta Alba) and two in Moldavia (Tecuci G. 4,
possibly Vaslui G. 1).

Deposition of the deceased. Both in Walla-
chia and in Moldavia, the deceased buried with
weapons seem to have been oriented overwhelm-
ingly with the head towards the north (28), as fol-
lows: 18 or 19 on the N—S direction, of which six
in Wallachia (Balta Alba, Bucu G. 10, Gradistea
G. 1 and G. 4, Largu G. 6, Nicolae Balcescu) and
13 in Moldavia (Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Dangeni,
Giurcani G. 5, lasi-Palatul Culturii G. 2, Podu
Iloaiei, Pogana G. 1, Poganesti G. 2, Pogorasti
G. 3, Prajeni-Alimandra T. III G. 2, Roma G. 4,
Tecuci G. 4, Vaslui G. 1, possibly also Valea
Lupului-Movila G.9); three on the direction
NNW—SSE (Largu G. 4, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon
G. 1, Munteni); two on the direction NNE—SSW
(Ligcoteanca-Movila Olarulut G.7 and Targu
Frumos G. 11); two on the direction NW—SE
(Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 2 and Ivesti G. 3); two
on the direction NE—SW (Liscoteanca-Mos Filon
G. 7Tand Mitoc G. 2). Exceptions are fewinnumber:
five deceased oriented W—E (Liscoteanca-Mo-
vila Olarului G. 3 and 15, Ramnicelu G. 17) and
WNW—ESE (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 17,
Untesti G. 1); three oriented E—W (Braila-Hipo-
drom G. 2, Liscoteanca-Movila din balta G. 6) and
ENE—WSW (Smeeni G. 3); one deceased oriented
S—N (Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli G. 68).
The dead in G. 2 at Pogana was buried in a sitting
position, facing south, and his back facing north.
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Unfortunately, the orientation of the deceased is
unknown in 14 cases. The deceased from G. 3 at
Oltenita-Renie and from the burial with dagger
at Probota were oriented either N—S or E—W.
Based on currently available data, the number
of individuals oriented in directions other than
N—S 1is higher in Wallachia (seven cases) than
in Moldavia (two cases). This discrepancy may be
explained, on the one hand, by the predominance
of W—E orientations in the northeastern part of
Wallachia during the first stage of Sarmatian set-
tlement in the region (Ota, Sirbu 2016b, p. 265;
2022, p. 137), and, on the other hand, by the over-
all scarcity of other than N—S orientations in
Moldavia (Ota 2022, p. 119).

Although the position is unknown in 17 cases,
it can be observed that the majority of the de-
ceased (29 individuals) were interred in supine
position, with arms and legs extended: 14 cases
in Wallachia (Balta Alba, Braila-Hipodrom G. 2,
Bucu G. 10, Gradistea G. 1 and G. 4, Largu G. 4
and G. 6, Ligcoteanca-Mos Filon G.1 and G. 7,
Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G.15 and G. 17,
Ramnicelu G. 17, Rosiori, Smeeni G. 3) and 15
in Moldavia (Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agri-
coli G. 68, Dangeni, Giurcani G. 5, lasi-Palatul
Culturii G. 2, Ivesti G. 3, Mitoc G. 2, Munteni,
Podu Iloaiei, Pogana G. 1, Prajeni-Alimandra T.
III G. 2, Roma G. 4, Targu Frumos G. 11, Tecuci
G. 4, Untesti G. 1, Vaslui G. 1). The exceptions
are only seven: supine, with the right arm bent,
palm on the pelvis, and the left arm extended
(Pogorasti G. 3); supine, with the left arm bent,
palm on the pelvis, and the right arm extended
(Poganesti G. 2); supine, with both arms bent,
palms on the pelvis (Ligcoteanca-Movila Olaru-
lui G. 7); supine, with arms extended, legs bent
and fallen to the right (Liscoteanca-Movila din
balta G. 6); supine, with the right arm extended
and the left arm bent, palm on the pelvis, legs
bent and fallen to the right (Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului G. 3); lying on the left side, arms bent
with palms on the chest, left leg bent, right leg
extended (Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 2); seated po-
sition (Pogana G. 2). The individual buried with a
dagger at Probota was interred either in supine
position, with arms and legs extended, or supine,
with arms bent and palms on the basin.

A particular burial ritual is recorded in G. 3
from Pogorasti, where the bottom of the pit was
burnt, using light materials, probably reeds, then
the corpse was deposited over these firing traces.
Materials to prolong the duration of the fire were
thrown over the dead in smaller quantities. The
skull, however, was beyond the firing area, as the
occipital was not touched by the fire, the flame
encompassing only the sides of the face and man-
dible. The use of fire in funerary rituals is a rare
feature (Istvanovits, Kulcsar, von Carnap-Born-
heim 2006, p. 98), which has no unanimously ac-
cepted explanation yet (Kpusomrees 2019, ¢. 78—
79).
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The absence of the skull of the deceased at Bal-
ta Alba may be the result of a disturbance of the
grave in the modern period.

Age and sex of the deceased. Unfortunate-
ly, the number of graves for which an anthro-
pological analysis is available is too small: only
five (Smeeni G. 3, Mitoc G. 2, Munteni, Pogorasti
G. 3, and Vaslui G. 1). In all five cases, the de-
ceased were male, aged between 30—35 years
(Munteni), 35—40 years (Pogorasti G. 3), about
40—50 years (Vaslui G. 1), about 45 years (Mi-
toc G. 2), between 40—60 years (Smeeni G. 3).
The man buried at Munteni apparently did not
perform strenuous physical activities, and on the
left half of the mandible there were traces of a
possible perimortem injury. The individual bur-
ied in G. 3 from Smeeni suffered, long before his
death, a skull fracture. According to assump-
tions made by archaeologists, adults were buried
in 17 other graves: Braila-Hipodrom G. 2, Bucu
G. 10, Rosiori, Gradistea G.1 and G. 4, Largu
G. 4 and G. 6, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 2 and
G. 7, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 3 and G. 7,
Liscoteanca-Movila din balta G. 6, Ramnicelu
G. 17, Giurcani G. 5, Manoleasa G. 1, Poganesti
G. 2, Roma G. 4. Although the number of individ-
uals with intentionally deformed skull is not very
high, neither in Wallachia nor in Moldavia (Ota
2015, p. 123; Grumeza 2024, p. 405), however, the
quasi-absence of this custom remains surprising
in the case of Sarmatian graves with weapons in
Wallachia and Moldavia, the only exception be-
ing, so far, Largu G. 6.

Typology of weapons. The weapons that
were deposited in the Sarmatian graves from
Wallachia and Moldavia are of the following cat-
egories.

A. The daggers (less than 50 cm long, ac-
cording to A. Khazanov): are the most common
type of weapon, found in 45 graves, of which 19
in Wallachia (Balta Alba, Bucu G. 10, Gradistea
G.1, G.4, Largu G.4, G.6, Liscoteanca-Mos
Filon G. 1, G. 2, G. 7, Liscoteaca-Movila Olarului
G. 3, G. 17, Mihaesti, Nicolae Balcescu, Oltenita-
Iordoc G. 6, Oltenita-Renie G. 3, Rusetu, Smeeni
G. 3, Insuratei-canal de irigatie, Vedea) and 26 in
Moldavia (Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Barlad-Scoala de
Mecanici Agricoli G. 68, Dangeni, Giurcani G. 5,
lasi-Palatul Culturii G. 2, Ivesti G. 3, Manoleasa
G. 1, Mitoc G. 2, Munteni, Podu Iloaiei, Poganesti
G. 2, G. 3, G. 4, Pogorasti G. 3, Prajeni-Aliman-
dra T. III G. 2, Roma G. 4, Serbotesti, Targu Fru-
mos G. 11, Tecuci G. 4, Tepu, Untesti G. 1, Valea
Lupului-Movild G. 9, Vaslui G. 1, Broscauti-vatra
satului, Probota, Slobozia Hanesti).

Unfortunately, the current conservation of
most daggers and swords (22) does not allow
them to be classified into one of the sub-types
known so far in the literature: Insuratei-canal
de irigatie, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 1 (fig. 5: 2),
G. 2, Mihaesti, Rogiori, Rugetu, Vedea, Barlad-

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Dangeni (it can be seen only that it had a cross-
guard), Ivesti G. 3 (fig. 3: 12, with cross-guard),
Manoleasa G. 1, Pogana G. 2, Poganesti G. 2, G. 3,
G. 4, Pogorasti G. 3, Prajeni-Alimdandra T. III
G. 2 (fig. 4: 7, purely hypothetically reconstructed
artefact), Roma G. 4, Targu Frumos G. 11, Valea
Lupului-Movila G. 9, Slobozia Hanesti (fig. 3: 10,
with cross-guard), Probota. It is not excluded that
the daggers from Bucu G. 10 (fig. 7: 8) and Tecuci
G. 4 (fig. 3: 11) have a simple, straight handle. It
should be noted that the dagger from Insuratei-
canal de irigatie had a single-edged blade.

Al. The daggers with ring-shaped pommel
(Barca type I, Symonenko type 1.3; Istvanovits,
Kulcsar group 1) were found in 18 graves. 11 of
them had cross-guard: Gradistea G. 4 — fig. 2: 1
and 6: 3, Largu G. 4 —fig. 2: 2and G. 6 —fig. 2: 3
and 6: 7, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 7 — fig. 2: 4
and 5: 7, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G.3 —
fig. 2: 5, Nicolae Balcescu — fig. 2: 6, Smeeni
G. 3, Mitoc G. 2 — fig. 2: 7, Munteni — fig. 2: 8,
Tepu — fig. 2: 9, Untesti G. 1 — fig. 2: 10. The
dagger (fig. 2: 11) from the supposed grave at
Cazanesti (Sirbu et al. 2014, p. 35, M. (?) 2) also
belonged to the type with a ring-shaped pommel
handle and a cross-guard. Certainly, the dagger
from Serbotesti (fig. 2: 12) had no cross-guard. In
the case of five daggers we can no longer know
if they had a cross-guard or not (Oltenita-Ior-
doc G. 6, Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Broscauti-vatra
satului, lasi-Palatul Culturii G.2 — fig. 2: 13
and Podu Iloaiei). Only for the ends of the ring-
shaped pommel of the dagger from G. 2 at Mitoc
(fig. 2: 7) can be noticed that they were joined by
overlapping. The majority of the daggers with
ring-shaped pommel belong to the first sub-type
defined by Oleksandr Symonenko for the North-
ern Pontic regions, with parallel edges narrowed
in the last third of the blade (Cumonenro 2010,
c. 32; 2015, c. 43).

A2. The daggers with a simple, straight
handle (Barca typell; Symonenko type 1.4)
were found in six graves (Balta Alba — fig. 3: 1,
Gradistea G. 1, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului
G. 17 — fig. 3: 2, which had a cross-guard and a
single-edged blade, Oltenita-Renie G. 3, Giurcani
G. 5 —fig. 3: 3, dagger with median rib, probably
also Vaslui G. 1 — fig. 3: 4 and 4: 4). With the
exception of the dagger (fig. 5: 8) found in G. 17
at Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului (Xasamos 1971,
tum 1), the other daggers with simple handle be-
long to Khazanov type 2 (with obtuse angle be-
tween the blade and the handle: the daggers from
Gradistea G. 1, Giurcani G. 5) or Khazanov type
3 (with right angle between the blade and the
handle: the daggers from Balta Alba, and Vaslui
G. 1). The dagger from Oltenita-Renie G. 3 is not
illustrated.

B. Shortsword (50to 70 cmlong): Liscoteanca-
Movila Olarului G. 7 (fig. 3: 5; 5: 3).

C. Swords (more than 70 ¢cm long): two graves
for sure, all of them in Wallachia (Braila-Hipo-
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drom G. 2 — fig. 3: 6, Cazanesti G. 1 — fig. 3: 7),
and possibly other two, one in Wallachia and
one in Moldavia (Rosiori and Pogana G. 2)3. The
sword from G. 1 at Cazanesti belongs to Khaz-
anov type 2 (with obtuse angle between the blade
and the handle), and the sword from Braila-Hipo-
drom G. 2 to Khazanov type 3 (with right angle
between the blade and the handle).

In the case of 20 daggers and swords the re-
mains of the wooden sheath were preserved:
Balta Alba, Braila-Hipodrom G. 2, Bucu G. 10,
Cazanesti G. 1, Cazanesti G. (?) 2, Gradistea G. 1,
G. 4, Largu G. 4, G. 6, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon
G. 1, G. 7, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 3, G. 7,
G. 17, Smeeni G. 3, Giurcani G. 5, Podu Iloaiei,
Serbotesti, Targu Frumos G. 11, Vaslui G. 1. On
the dagger sheaths found in G. 1 and G. 7 from
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon, traces of the red leather
were also preserved. Remnants of leather on
the sheath and handle can be seen in the case of
weapons from G. 1 and G. 7 at Liscoteanca-Mos
Filon and G. 3 at Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului.

Whether the daggers and swords were deposit-
ed in the grave whole or fragmented is difficult to
determine with certainty, given that in 22 cases
the weapons were preserved more or less fragmen-
tarily, without being able to say whether the dam-
age occurred in Antiquity or it is the result of the
long time spent in the soil (Bucu G. 10, Cazanesti
G. 1, Insuratei-canal de irigatie, Liscoteanca-
Mos Filon G. 1, G. 2, Nicolae Balcescu, Rosiori,
Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici
Agricoli G. 68, lasi-Palatul Culturii G. 2, Ivesti
G. 3, Manoleasa G. 1, Pogana G. 2, Poganesti
G. 2, G. 3, G. 4, Pogorasti G. 3, Prajeni-Aliman-
dra T. III G. 2, Roma G. 4, Tecuci G. 4, Valea Lu-
pului-Movilad G. 9, Vaslui G. 1). In 14 cases, the
dagger / sword was deposited whole: Balta Alba,
Braila-Hipodrom G. 2, Gradistea G. 1, G. 4, Lar-
gu G. 4, G. 6, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 3,
G. 7, G. 17, Smeeni G. 3, Mitoc G. 2, Serbotesti,
Tepu, Untesti G. 1. Also whole was the dagger
with ring-shaped pommel from Cazanesti, the one
about which it is not known for certain whether it
came from a grave or not. In the case of a single
dagger, the one from G. 5 at Giurcani, it could be
observed that the handle was broken in Antiquity,
although it is difficult to say if the destruction oc-
curred on the occasion of the burial of the weapon
or previously. The dagger from G. 3 at Pogorasti
was passed through the fire.

The sword from Braila-Hipodrom G. 2 had the
handle decorated with an opal disc, and the one
from the destroyed tomb at Rosiori was decorated
with gold leaf.

3. The weapons from Rosiori and Pogana G. 2 were
destroyed because they were accidental finds. Their
typological framing as swords has a great margin of
uncertainty, because it is based only on the terms used
by Nicolae Hartuche (1980, p. 242, no. 13) and Vasile
Palade (1981, p. 71—72, no. 4) when they published
these discoveries.
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D. The arrowheads: three graves, two of
which in Wallachia (Ligscoteanca-Movila din baltd
G. 6 and Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 15) and
one in Moldavia (Pogana G. 1). Two of these ar-
rowheads are destroyed, the only one preserved
being the pyramidal-shaped item made of bone in
G. 6 from Liscoteanca-Movila din baltd* (fig. 3: 8).

E. The spearhead (Symonenko type 3): Ram-
nicelu G. 17 (fig. 3: 9).

The position of weapons in the grave. In
all the analysed graves, only one type of weapon
was discovered: dagger, short sword, sword, ar-
rowhead, spearhead. Although information re-
garding the position of the weapon is available
for only 39 of the 54 graves, daggers and swords
were most commonly placed on the right side
(32 graves), and far less frequently on the left
(only three graves). Typically, the weapons were
deposited in the area of the femur or pelvis — on
the right side in 19, possibly 20 cases (Balta Alba,
both graves from Largu, all three graves from
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon, G. 17 from Liscoteanca-
Movila Olarului, Oltenita-Renie G. 3, Giurcani
G. 5, Manoleasa G. 1, Mitoc G. 2, Podu Iloaiei,
Poganesti G. 2, Pogorasti G. 3, Prajeni-Alimdndra
T. III G. 2, Roma G. 4, Targu Frumos G. 11, Vas-
lui G. 1, Tecuci G. 4 — in the latter case, beneath
the pelvis, and possibly also at Broscauti-vatra
satului) and in three cases on the left side (Braila-
Hipodrom G. 2, Gradistea G. 1, Liscoteanca-Mouvi-
la Olarulut G. 3). In G. 4 from Gradistea, G. 7
from Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului and G. 3 from
Smeeni (fig. 7: 10) the dagger was found on the
right femur. In three graves, the dagger was dis-
covered in the feet area, on the right, as follows:
in the knee area (Untesti G. 1), at the toe (Bucu
G. 10) and towards the foot (Pogana G. 2). In
three other cases, the dagger was also found on
the right side, but near the elbow (Barlad-Scoala
de Mecanici Agricoli G. 68, Ivesti G. 3) and in the
humerus area (Oltenita-lordoc G. 6). Regarding
the daggers from Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Dangeni,
and Probota, it is only known that they were
found on the right side of the deceased. The three
arrowheads were discovered towards the right
humerus (Pogana G. 1), near the left humerus
(Liscoteanca-Movila din balta G. 6) or in the ab-
domen area (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 15),
and the spearhead from G. 17 at Ramnicelu near
the right arm.

4. All the arrowheads found in the northern Black
Sea region (Cumonenro 2010, c. 94—101; 2015, c. 106)
were made of iron. The possibility of a much earlier
arrowhead (Scythian?), although I could not find
perfect analogies (Hellmuth 2006, type 4; Burghardt
2020, p. 338, group IV) cannot be completely ruled out.
Scythian arrowheads made of bone were quite often
found in Sarmatian graves from Crimea but used as
amulets Xpamysos u ap. 2020, c. 9, caocka 2). In the
Carpathian Basin the Scythian arrowheads were found
both in female (used as adornments) and male graves
(used as weapons) (Istvanovits, Kulcsar 2014, p. 145).

Grave goods. In very few of the 54 graves
where weapons were deposited, more precisely
seven cases, the dagger or spearhead repre-
sented the only piece of inventory: Largu G. 1,
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 2, Oltenita-Iordoc G. 6,
Barlad-Depozit G. 3, Tecuci G. 4 and Tepu (in
which daggers were deposited) and Ramnicelu
G. 17 (where a spearhead was found). In the case
of six other funerary structures we do not know
whether the weapon was associated with other
objects or not: Vedea, Rusetu, Broscauti-vatra
satului, Poganesti G. 3 and G. 4, Valea Lupului-
Movild G. 9. This was either because the graves
were destroyed or because they were not pub-
lished in detail.

The most common category of grave goods
found in association with weapons is that of ce-
ramic vessels — 31 cases. Usually, only one ves-
sel was deposited, in 25 graves, most often Da-
cian wheel-made mug, in 12 cases (Balta Alba,
Gradistea G. 4 — fig. 6: 2, Largu G. 6 — fig. 6: 9,
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 7 — fig. 5: 6, Oltenita-
Renie G. 3, Smeeni G. 3, Ivesti G. 3, Pogana G. 2,
Poganesti G. 2, Roma G. 4, Serbotesti, Untesti
G. 1). A single Roman vessel was deposited in five
burials: a jug in Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 1 (fig. 5:
1) and Manoleasa G. 1, a bowl in G. 10 from Bucu
(fig. 7:7), a pitcher in G. 7 from Ligcoteanca-Mouvi-
la Olarului (fig. 5: 4) and a ceramic unguentari-
um in G. 1 from Satu Nou. One hand-made vessel
was deposited in four cases: jar at Insuratei-canal
de irigatie, Giurcani G. 5 and Mitoc G. 2, and a
bitronconic vessel, with a short neck and flared
rim at Munteni. We have no data on the type
of vessels found in G. 1 from Cazanesti, Nicolae
Balcescu, Targu Frumos G. 11 and Podu Iloaiei
(where a jug was deposited, but without speci-
fying the manufacturing technique and fabric).
Two vessels were found in four graves: Dacian
mug (fig. 6: 5) and Roman mug (Braila-Hipodrom
G. 2); hand-made mug (fig. 5: 9) and hand-made
tronconic vessel (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului
G. 17), two hand-made vessels of unknown type
(Prajeni-Alimandra T. III G. 2), Dacian mug and
fragmentary vessel with thin walls (Dangeni).
Most vessels, three in each case, were deposited
in G. 68 from Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli
(two jars — fig. 7: 3, 4 and a tronconic vessel —
fig. 7: 5, all hand-made) and in G. 1 from Vaslui
(hand-made cylindrical vessel — fig. 4: 1, hand-
made tronconic vessel — fig. 4: 3, and wheel-
made Dacian mug — fig. 4: 2).

The typology of the ceramic vessels discovered
in the graves with weapons shows the prefer-
ence for the deposition of wheel-made Dacian
vessels, which are exclusively mugs — 15 graves
(Balta Alba, Braila-Hipodrom G.2— fig. 6: 5,
Gradistea G. 4 — fig. 6: 2, Largu G. 6 — fig. 6: 9,
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 7 — fig. 5: 6, Oltenita-
Renie G.3, Smeeni G.3, Dangeni, Ivesti
G. 3, Pogana G. 2, Poganesti G. 2, Roma G. 4,
Serbotesti, Untesti G. 1, Vaslui G. 1 — fig. 4: 2).

Although numerically much reduced (only eight
cases), the hand-made pottery found in graves
with weapons shows great typological variety: jars
in four cases (Insuratei-canal de irigatie, Barlad-
Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli G. 68 — fig. 7: 3—
4, Giurcani G. 5 and Mitoc G. 2), tronconic ves-
sels in three graves (Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici
Agricoli G.68 — fig. 7: 5, Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului G. 17, Vaslui G.1— fig. 4: 3), mug
(Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 17 — fig. 5: 9),
bitronconic vessel (Munteni), cylindrical vessel
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(Vaslui G. 1— fig. 4: 1) and vessel of unknown
type (Prajeni-Alimdndra T. III G. 2). It is inter-
esting to note the preference given to hand-made
vessels in the inventory of graves with two and
three vessels (nine hand-made vessels in four
graves and only five wheel-made vessels in three
graves), despite the overall low presence of hand-
made vessels in graves with weapons (only eight
cases). Roman vessels were found in six burials:
jug (Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G.1— fig. 5: 1, Ma-
noleasa G. 1), mug (Braila-Hipodrom G. 2), bowl
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(Bucu G. 10— fig. 7: 7), pitcher (Ligcoteanca-
Movila Olarului G. 7— fig. 5: 4) and ceramic un-
guentarium (Pogana G. 1).

The association between weapons and items
that can be generally classified as adornments
is certain in 10 graves, maybe 12, if the dagger
from Broscauti-vatra satului would have been
deposited with the bell, and the two round glass
items found in T. III G. 2 from Prajeni-Alimdandra
(fig. 4: 8) would have been adornments. When 1
referred to pieces that can be generally classified
as adornments, I had in mind mainly the beads,
found in nine, possibly 10 graves, and made of
various materials: bronze (Bucu G. 10 — fig. 7: 9,
on the left forearm; possibly Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului G. 15, in the chest area); glass (Largu
G. 6, at the right shoulder; Poganesti G. 2, on the
right side, near the shoulder and tibia; possibly
Vaslui G.1— fig. 4: 6, under the dagger, and
Prajeni-Alimandra T. III G. 2 — fig. 4: 8, on the
left knee); stone (Gradistea G. 4 — fig. 6: 1, on
the arm; Pogorasti G. 3, under the dagger); bone
(Gradistea G.4 — fig. 6: 1, on the arm); chal-
cedony (Smeeni G. 3, on the left leg); unspecified
material (Targu Frumos G. 11, on the right hand
and the right foot). The small number of beads
in the graves with weapons, one (six cases), two
(Poganesti G. 2 and Prajeni-Alimandra T. III
G. 2), three (Gradistea G. 4) or four (Targu Fru-
mos G. 11) suggest a possible use rather for the
decoration of the dagger sheath or belt or dress
(Vaslui G. 1, Pogorasti G. 3, possibly Poganesti
G. 2 and Prajeni-Alimdndra T. 111 G. 2), although
this assumption does not always seem to be valid
(in G. 3 from Smeeni the dagger was found on the
right femur, and the chalcedony bead on the left
leg, 4—5 cm from the iron fitting with bronze riv-
ets of a wooden object ®). The deceased from G. 68
at Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli wore an
iron bracelet (fig. 7: 6) on the left hand, below the
elbow (perhaps for fixing the sleeve — Istvano-
vits, Kulesar, von Carnap-Bornheim 2006, p. 99),
and a stone pendant was found in G. 15 from
Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului. The classification
of the fragmented bronze piece found near the left
shoulder of the deceased in G. 3 at Smeeni as a
bell is uncertain.

Dress accessories were discovered in 10 graves
with weapons: fibulae (four cases: Cazanesti G. 1,

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area — fig. 6: 10); and «clasps» (Smeeni G. 3, in
the area of the calves and knees).

The series of grave goods categories deposited
with some frequency in the graves with weap-
ons ends with the household implements: knives
(six graves: Gradistea G. 1, Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarulut G. 3, Rosiori, Liscoteanca-Movila din
balta G. 6, lasi-Palatul Culturii G. 2, Pogorasti
G. 3) and whetstone (Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici
Agricoli G. 68 —fig. 7: 2). The position of the knife
relative to the weapons with which it is associated
(daggers in five cases and arrowhead in one case,
in G. 6 from Liscoteanca-Movila din baltd) seems
to show rather a deposition on the same part of
the body (three cases: on the right, at Pogorasti
G. 3; on the left, at Liscoteanca-Movila din baltd
G. 6, possibly also in Rosiori, judging by the fact
that the sword and knife fragments were caught
between them, so they were probably deposited
on the same side, close to each other). The knife
and the dagger were deposited separately in two
cases: the dagger on the left of the basin and the
knife under the basin, on the right, in G. 1 from
Gradistea, and the dagger on the left of the ba-
sin, and the knife in the right palm in G. 3 from
Liscoteanca-Movila Olarulusi.

The rest of the grave goods found in the Sarma-
tian graves with weapons from Wallachia and Mol-
davia are exceptional occurrences: harness items
(Ivesti G. 3), animal bones (Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului G. 3, found near the knife, in the right
palm, while the dagger was deposited on the left),
shell (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 3, although
it is not excluded to be a confusion with G. 3 from
Liscoteanca-Movila din balta — Ota, Sirbu 2009,
p. 127), perforated bone plate, possibly from the
belt of the dagger sheath (Targu Frumos G. 11).
The fragments of bronze links and spirals (fig. 4: 5)
probably decorated the sheath of the dagger from
Vaslui G. 1. The purpose of the iron object with
textile traces found between the femurs of the
deceased in G. 6 at Largu can no longer be deter-
mined, nor that of the iron fitting with bronze riv-
ets from a wooden object in G. 3 at Smeeni (the hy-
pothesis that it was part of a dagger sheath seems
contradicted by the fact that the weapon was found
on the right side, on the femur, while the wooden
piece was discovered near the left knee). The func-
tions of the following items remain unclear: metal
piece from G. 68 at Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici
Agricoli (possibly part of a buckle?); the iron object
found around the neck of the deceased in G. 1 at
Gradistea (possibly a link, as in the case of G. 9 at
Réamnicelu — Ota, Sirbu 2009, p. 131); the bronze
fragments from G. 1 at Gradistea (their possible
classification as sheath ornaments is supported by
the fact that the dagger was found to the left of the
pelvis, and some fragments were located on the
pelvic bones, although other fragments were also
found near the right arm); the fragments of bronze
sheet from the left arm of the deceased in G. 4 at
Gradistea, and the bronze objects from Rosiori.

weapons from Wallachia and Moldavia show a
clear tendency towards the deposition of a small
number of grave goods. In 15 of the 52 graves with
weapons available for an analysis of the associa-
tions of grave goods (the mentions of the daggers

from Probota and Slobozia Hanesti were exclud-
ed) were found only two items. The most common
combination is the one between the weapon and a
ceramic vessel, either a Dacian wheel-made mug
(five cases: Balta Alba, Oltenita-Renie G. 3, Roma

G. 4, Pogana G. 2 and Serbotesti), or Roman ves-
sel (three cases: Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului
G. 7, Manoleasa G. 1, and Pogana G. 1 — where
the weapon was represented by an arrowhead),
hand-made vessel (Giurcani G. 5 and Munteni)
or vessel of unknown type (Nicolae Balcescu and
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Podu Iloaiei). In two cases, the weapon — a dagger
in G. 2 at Iasi-Palatul Culturii and an arrowhead
in G. 6 at Liscoteanca-Movila din baltd — was
found in association with a knife. I included the
burial from Mihaesti, in which were discovered
a dagger and silver buckles from shoes, among
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the graves with two pieces of inventory. Opinions
may be divided on the role played by the dress
items in the funerary ritual, and the fact that they
were worn by the buried person seems to exclude
these artefacts from among the actual funerary
offerings (Babes 1971, p. 25). The deceased’ body
items (clothes and jewellery) and grave gifts often
overlap (Fahlander, Oestigaard 2008, p. 7). The
analysis that I undertook several years ago on
the early Roman graves in the province of Moesia
Inferior revealed to me, however, the multitude
of roles that a certain object, relatively simple to
classify as typology, can play depending on the
different moments during the funerals in which
it was involved — a piece worn by the deceased
or an object deposited separately from the corpse
(Ota 2013, p. 221, 255). Although the garments
and shoes were worn by the deceased, so related
to the mortuary toilet performed before the ac-
tual burial, the adornments or dress items that
the deceased wore were personal, perhaps inal-
ienable (Fahlander 2020, p. 565) property. Such
objects were intentionally chosen by those per-
forming the funerary ritual (Harke 1994, p. 35;
2014, p. 52) to be removed from everyday life,
with a specific aim (Fahlander 2020, p. 559), and
from this point of view they can also be counted
as a group of grave goods (Fahlander, Oestigaard
2008, p. 9).

The number of the graves with three objects
each rises to 14. In most cases (11), the same com-
bination can be noticed, that between the weapon
and a ceramic vessel, to which is added a fibu-
la (four cases: Cazanesti G. 1, Liscoteanca-Mos
Filon G.1 and G. 7, Untesti G. 1), beads (three
cases: Bucu G. 10, Gradistea G. 4, Poganesti
G. 2), buckle, possibly from shoes (Mitoc G. 10),
harness items (Ivesti G. 3) and another ceram-
ic vessel (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 17
and Dangeni). In the case of burials with three
grave goods, the ceramic vessels were mainly
Dacian wheel-made (Gradistea G. 4, Poganesti
G. 2, Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 7, Untesti G. 1,
Ivesti G. 3, and at least one of the two vessels
from Dangeni), few Roman ones (Bucu G. 10 and
Liscoteanca-Mos Filon G. 1) and hand-made (Mi-
toc G. 2, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului G. 17). The
association between the weapon and the knife
is found only in two cases, supplemented by the
bead (Pogorasti G. 3, although it is not excluded
that the bead came from the sheath of the dagger)
and animal bones (Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului
G. 3). The association between the weapon, a
pendant and a possible bronze bead in G. 15 from
Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului is, at least for now,
unusual, standing apart from the model weap-
on + ceramic vessel (23 graves out of the 19 with
two or three inventory pieces) or weapon + knife
(four graves), supplemented or not with other
grave goods. Partial recovery of the inventory
and destruction of some of the grave goods call
into question the seriations of the burials from
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Rosiori, insurétei—canal de irigatie and Gradistea
G. 1 between the graves with two or three objects.
Regardless of the number of pieces, however, it
1s noteworthy that all the above mentioned three
burials fit into the inventory patterns noticed ear-
lier, based on the association between the weapon
and the knife (Gradistea G. 1 and Rosiori), and
the weapon and ceramic vessel (Insuratei-canal
de irigatie).

Graves with more than three pieces of inven-
tory are very few: only seven. Four pieces were
found in three graves each. The basic combination
is the same as in the case of graves with two or
three grave goods: weapon + ceramic vessels (two
in Braila-Hipodrom G. 2 and Prajeni-Alimdndra
T. III G. 2, one in Targu Frumos G. 11), to which
footgear is added (Braila-Hipodrom G. 2), two
glass rondels (Prajeni-Alimandra T. III G. 2, al-
though it is not entirely excluded their belonging
to the dagger’s sheath, which would reduce the
number of inventory pieces to three) and a bone
plate (Targu Frumos G. 11, which, if it was an
ornament of the weapon’s buckle belt, reduces the
number of grave goods to three in this case, too).
The four graves with five, six, seven and eight
pieces each seem to show two trends in setting up
the funerary inventory. One of the trends is based
on the combination of weapon, ceramic vessels and
bead (Vaslui G. 1), the difference between graves
with two and three pieces of inventory consisting
only of the number of vessels (three, of which two
are hand-made and one Dacian wheel-made). The
second trend is also based on the association be-
tween a weapon and a ceramic vessel (one each
in G. 6 at Largu and G. 3 at Smeeni, and three in
G. 68 at Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli), to
which are added a bead (Largu G. 6 and Smeeni
G. 3), footwear buckles (Largu G. 6 and Smeeni
G. 3), bronze buttons and an undetermined iron
object (Largu G. 6), bronze clasps, a bell (?) and a
wooden object with metal fittings (Smeeni G. 3),
and an iron bracelet, buckle, whetstone, and an
undetermined metal object (Barlad-Scoala de
Mecanici Agricoli G. 68).

The trend of standardisation of the inventory
of burials with weapons, noticed in the analysis
of graves of this type in Wallachia (Ota, Sirbu,
Matei 2013, p. 335) 1s also confirmed in the case
of corroboration with the analysis of graves with
weapons from Moldavia. The main features of the
Sarmatian graves with weapons from Wallachia
and Moldavia can be summarized as follows.

* Generally small number of pieces deposited:
either one (only the weapon, in seven cases), or
two or three (29 graves, possibly 32, if the three
burials with unknown number of grave goods from
Rosiori, Insuratei-canal de irigatie and Gradistea
G. 1 are included), with only seven exceptions
(three with four pieces and four with inventory
consisting of between five and eight pieces). Al-
though it is not excluded that this situation rep-
resents only a stage of research, however two ob-
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servations are worth noting, namely that, despite
a slight predominance of graves with two pieces
of inventory in Moldavia (nine, compared to six in
Wallachia), on the whole, the number of graves
with one, two or three grave goods is slightly
higher in Wallachia (21), compared to Moldavia
(18). Graves with large numbers of pieces, be-
tween five and eight, are distributed equally in
Wallachia and Moldavia.

* The basic association, regardless of the
number of grave goods from the Sarmatian
graves with weapons from Wallachia and Molda-
via 1s the one between the weapon and the pot-
tery, noticed in 31 cases, to which dress items
or beads are added (14 cases). Much rarer is the
combination of weapon and knife (only six cases),
to which the bead and animal bones (two cases)
and other indeterminate pieces (two cases) can be
added. The exceptions regarding the composition
of the inventory do not depend so much on the
number of items found in the grave, but rather
on their type: Mihdesti (weapon and footwear
buckles made of silver — fig. 6: 11, 12, especial-
ly due to the fact that gold and silver pieces are
rare occurrences in the inventory of Sarmatian
graves in Moldavia and Wallachia), Braila-Hipo-
drom G. 2 (sword with opal disc — fig. 6: 4), Ivesti
G. 3 (where, besides a dagger and a vessel, har-
ness items were also found), Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului G. 15 (inventory consisting of an arrow-
head, a bead, and a pendant), and Barlad-Scoala
de Mecanici Agricoli G. 68 (with eight items: dag-
ger or knife — fig. 7: 1, three hand-made ceramic
vessels — fig. 7: 3—5, iron bracelet — fig. 7: 6,
possible buckle, whetstone — fig. 7: 2, and a met-
al piece with undetermined function).

« Although much rarer as types of weapons,
the four burials in which arrowheads and a spear-
head were found do not differ regarding the fu-
nerary assemblage from the burials with daggers
or swords, except for G. 15 at Liscoteanca-Movila
Olarului.

The dating of the graves with weapons.
The deposition of weapons is a custom noticed
during the entire period when Sarmatian burials
were found in Wallachia and Moldavia. The fre-
quency of this funerary custom is balanced for the
periods comprising the end of the 1% century AD
and the beginning of the 2" century, and the end
of the 2" century AD and the first half of the next
century: 18 graves dated to late 1° century AD
and the beginning of the 2" century, of which 10
were found in Wallachia (Liscoteanca-Mos Filon
G.1, G.2, G.7, Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului
G. 3, G.7, G. 15, G. 17, Liscoteanca-Movila din
balta G. 6, Rosiori, Ramnicelu G. 17) and eight in
Moldavia (Prajeni-Alimdandra T. 111 G. 2, Barlad-
Depozit G. 3, Giurcani G. 5, Iasi-Palatul Culturii
G. 2, Munteni, Tepu, possibly also Serbotesti and
Tecuci G. 4). Of the 16 Sarmatian burials dated
to the late 2" century AD and in the first half of
the 3" century, 10 were discovered in Wallachia
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(Braila-Hipodrom G. 2, Bucu G. 10, Gradistea
G. 1 and G. 4, Largu G. 4 and G. 6, Oltenita-Ior-
doc G. 6, Oltenita-Renie G. 3, Smeeni G. 3, pos-
sibly also Cazanesti G. 1) and six in Moldavia
(Mitoc G. 2, Pogana G. 1 and 2, Untesti G. 1, pos-
sibly also Broscauti-vatra satului and Valea Lu-
pului-Movild G. 9). Based on the currently avail-
able data, it is not possible to determine whether
the deposition of a certain type of weapon char-
acterizes a specific time span, although can be
observed that three out of four graves containing
arrowheads and spearheads are dated to the first
stage of the Sarmatian settlement in Wallachia
(Liscoteanca-Movila din balta G. 6, Liscoteanca-
Movila Olarului G. 15, Ramnicelu G. 17), with
only one grave, G. 1 from Satu Nou, dated later.
The very small number (only two burials: Balta
Alba and Mihaesti) of graves with weapons dated
to the second half of the 3" century AD does not
show a decrease in the frequency of the custom
of depositing weapons, but is the result of the
sharp numerical decrease of Sarmatian graves
in Wallachia, a consequence of the loss of Roman
control over this region (Ota 2020a, p. 421—422;
Ota, Sirbu 2022, p. 143—144).

Conclusions. The deposition of weapons in
the Sarmatian graves from Wallachia and Molda-
via is not a very widespread custom — so far only
54 graves are known from a total approaching
500, which means almost 11 %. The low number
of Sarmatian discoveries from Wallachia and
Moldavia cannot be a generally valid explanation
for the small number of graves with weapons,
especially compared to neighbouring areas, such
as the northern Black Sea region, the Carpathi-
an Basin or even Crimea. In the northern Black
Sea region, for instance, the graves with weapons
represent 27.5 % of the total number of graves
dated to the 1% century AD until mid-2"¢ century
known in 2010, and 35 % of the total number of
graves dated to the second half of the 2" century
until 4% century AD (Cumomenro 2010, c. 240,
243—244; 2015, c. 315, 318). 500 swords or dag-
gers with ring-shaped pommel were discovered
in 300 sites from Crimea (Xpamysnor u ap. 2020,
c. 7). However, if a separate analysis on differ-
ent time spans is attempted, the conclusion of
deposition of weapons in a low number in graves
becomes more nuanced, at least for Wallachia.
Here, the percentage of graves with weapons
during the first stage of Sarmatian settlement
in the area raises to 18.51 % (Ota, Sirbu 2016b,
p. 275), while for the second stage, dated to late
27 century and first half of the 3 century AD,
the percentage of graves with weapons sharply
decreases — 6.53 % of the total number of graves
and 8 % of the number of graves with grave
goods (Ota 2020b, p. 170). Although the number
of Sarmatians arrived in Wallachia at the end
of the 1%t century AD and in the first decades of
the next century is small, however, the number
of persons carrying weapons is approaching 1/5,
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which means that, at least for the first stage, the
number of warriors is higher compared to the sec-
ond stage. As for the total number of Sarmatian
graves from Wallachia and Moldavia, the number
of the graves with weapons remains low. I think
that, at least for Sarmatian communities from
Wallachia and Moldavia, the explanation lies in
the low number of the persons carrying weap-
ons in everyday life, not in the prescriptions of
the funerary ritual, especially as, in the case of
Sarmatians, there was no specialised group of
warriors (Cumonenxo 2010, c. 242; 2015, c. 316;
Khazanov 2015, p. 362), at least until the sec-
ond half of the 3" century AD (Cumonenxo 2010,
c. 244; 2015, c. 319). One of the causes of the
low number of warriors should be sought in the
particular status of the Sarmatian communities
from Wallachia, supervised by the Roman army,
and from Moldavia, where the Sarmatians play
a secondary, perhaps even subordinated role, in
relation to the Dacians from the region (Ota 2024,
p. 51—52). At Liscoteanca-Mos Filon, for exam-
ple, out of six graves, three had weapons as grave
goods, while in the contemporary clusters from
Liscoteanca-Movila Olarului and Ramnicelu the
percentage of the graves with weapons represent
36.36 % and 6.66 %, but, according to my opinion,
assumptions such as a more pronounced warrior
character of certain Sarmatian groups than oth-
ers should be avoided, because we do not know
whether the grave groups belonged to different
communities and how many members really had
a community. Even after the Marcomannic wars,
when, at the northern periphery of the area inhab-
ited by the Sarmatians in the Carpathian Basin,
at the end of the 2" century and in the first half
of the next century, can be noticed the emergence
of a cultural horizon with predominantly tumu-
lar graves, in which weapons and horse harness
items were deposited, connected with the west-
ward movement of some groups of Sarmatians
from the north-Pontic area (Istvanovits, Kulcsar
2003, p. 236—238; 2017, p. 274—280), Wallachia
and Moldavia fit into this phenomenon on a much
more modest scale (only one grave, G. 2 in Braila-
Hipodrom, can be linked to this horizon).

The types of weapons deposited in Sarmatian
graves from Wallachia and Moldavia are pre-
dominantly daggers with ring-shaped or simple,
straight, pommel, less swords, short sword, ar-
rowheads or spearhead. The typology of the weap-
ons found in graves probably does not reflect the
actual armament of the Sarmatians, because long
swords (Cumomenxo 2010, c. 241; 2015, c. 315;
Xpamysos u ap. 2020, c. 10) were seldom discov-
ered in the two above-mentioned regions. Defen-
sive armament is missing, although it should be
noted that this lack has also been observed in
other regions, as Lower Volga (Kpusomees 2007,
c. 69) or Carpathian Basin (Istvanovits, Kulcsar
2001, p. 158). It is not excluded that the dagger
was a symbol of military status and therefore was
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mainly deposited in graves (Cumomenxo 2010,
c. 241; 2015, c. 315). With the exception of a grave
at Ramnicelu, spearheads are almost absent as
funerary inventory, just like in the northern re-
gions of the Black Sea (Cumomenxo 2010, c. 70;
2015, c. 82) or Crimea (Xpamymos m ap. 2020,
c. 8), but unlike the Carpathian Basin (Istvano-
vits, Kulesar 2001, p. 161; Xpamysos u mp. 2020,
c. 11, 13).

The interpretation of all the weapons depos-
ited in graves as status markers (XpamyHoB u
op. 2020, c. 10) should be avoided, at least for
Sarmatian graves in Wallachia and Moldavia. I
have emphasised, on other occasions (Ota, Sirbu
2020, p. 200—203; Ota 2024, p. 50—51, 53) that
in Wallachia and Moldavia there are few graves
that can be attributed to elites. The only grave
with weapons for which I assumed an elite sta-
tus is that from Rogiori, based on two arguments:
burial in an older tumulus and the sword orna-
mented with gold leaf (Ota, Sirbu 2009, p. 132—
133, no. 17, with previous bibliography; 2020,
p- 201), the only one of this kind known until now
in the inventory of Sarmatian graves from Walla-
chia ® and Moldavia. As a rule, the grave goods de-
posited in Sarmatian graves from Wallachia and
Moldavia are modest as number and value of the
objects, with a few exceptions: the silver footgear
from Mih&esti (fig. 6: 11, 12), the sword with opal
disc from G. 2 at Braila-Hipodrom (fig. 3: 6; 6: 4),
the large number of grave goods found in G. 1 from
Vaslui (fig. 4: 1—6), G. 6 from Largu (fig. 6: 7—
10), G. 3 from Smeeni (fig. 7: 10) and G. 68 from
Barlad-Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli (fig. 7: 1—6).
Another clue of elite burials, more precisely the
erection of a burial mound (Ota, Sirbu 2020,
p- 200) is observed only at Balta Alb&a and Tecuci,
possibly G. 1 from Vaslui, too. The impression of
a large number of grave goods in G. 6 from Largu
(fig. 6: 7—10) could be due to the presence of two
types of dress accessories (buttons and footgear) .
According to my opinion, only for five graves we
may suppose a status which, even if probably did
not belong to elite, it was that of prominent per-
sons within the communities. The arguments in
favour of this assumption are: a possible burial
in a specially raised tumulus for G. 1 in Vaslui;

Scoala de Mecanici Agricoli G. 68 (fig. 7: 3—5);
silver footgear at Mihaesti (fig. 6: 11, 12); sword
with opal disc in G. 2 from Braila-Hipodrom
(fig. 6: 4); the secondary burial in an older mound
and perhaps the chalcedony bead in G. 3 from
Smeeni.

The characteristics of the graves with weap-
ons from these two regions not only contribute
to a better understanding of the specific features
of the Sarmatian communities settled in Walla-
chia and Moldavia, of the similarities and dif-
ferences compared with Sarmatian communities
from other regions, but also help to detail the
historical evolution of the two above-mentioned
regions, for which information known from liter-
ary and epigraphical sources are not always clear
enough.

SARMATIAN WARRIOR BURIAL
IN A BARROW ON THE
ARABATSKA SPIT

The burial assemblage of barrow 1, discovered in
2018 by the Arabatska Expedition of the Institute of
Archaeology of the NAS of Ukraine headed by Yu. Bolt-
ryk is presented in the paper. The Bronze Age barrow
was located in the northern part of the Arabatska Spit,
near the Shchaslyvtseve village, Genichesk district,
Kherson region. This barrow was part of the group of
four barrows that were located in a line for 1.68 km
from the Sea of Azov to Sivash. The barrow was signifi-
cantly damaged by plowing for vineyards.

At the beginning of the excavations, the height of
the barrow 1 was 1.3 m and the maximum diameter
was 42 m. 36 graves from different periods were dis-
covered in the barrow — from the Early Bronze Age to
the Late Middle Ages.

The grave no. 1 was one of the later ones in the bar-
row. It was located almost at the top of the barrow.

The man aged 25—35 was buried in the grave in
a typical Sarmatian position — lying supine, with his
head directed to the northwest. Deep plowing (up to
0.5 m) partially destroyed the upper layer of the burial.
The grave goods included the iron dagger and knife,
ceramic jug, and a farewell meat food.

In terms of construction, the grave probably belongs
to the most common type of burial structures (regular
narrow rectangular pits) which are found in all areas
inhabited by the Sarmatians up to the finale of their life
in the steppes of Eastern Europe. The burial rite (the
position and orientation of the body) is characteristic of
graves from the Early Sarmatian and Middle Sarma-
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tian periods of the Dnieper-Don interfluve. According
to the shape of the burial structure and the range of the
parallels to the grave goods, the grave could be dated to
the 1% century BC — 1% century AD.

The dead warrior probably belonged to the one of
Iranian-speaking Sarmatian tribes — the Rhoxolani,
who according to ancient authors roamed in the terri-
tory between Borysthenes and Tanais.

It is possible to assume that the man buried in the
barrow could belong to a community that during the
Early Iron Age controlled the use of local natural re-
sources and trade transit from the Bosporus to the re-
gion of the Lower Dnieper hillforts.

THE POPULATION OF THE CHERN-
YAKHIV CULTURE. A CASE STUDY
OF THE MALE CRANIOLOGICAL
SERIES FROM VIYTENKI

Anthropological material comes from excavations of
a burial ground near the village of Viytenki (Valkiv dis-

118

trict, Kharkiv region) in the Dnieper-Donetsk water-
shed. The site was studied by the German-Slavic Ar-
chaeological Expedition of the V. N. Karazin Kharkiv
National University (headed by Dr. Liubychev) and
the Eurasian Department of the German Archaeologi-
cal Institute.

The male series is characterized by a long, medium-
wide skull on average. In terms of skull shape, the se-
ries is on average on the border between mesocrania
and dolichocrania. The height of the skull belongs to
the category of tall, but with a tendency to medium
sizes. The face is medium wide at the upper level, at
the level of the diameter of the cheekbones and the zy-
gomaxillary levels. The height of the face is average.
According to the upper facial index, the face belongs
to the mezen category. It is worth noting that in the
male series, skulls with a narrow and wide face are
recorded. The horizontal profiling of the face is sharp
both at the upper and middle levels.The orbits have a
small width, but on the border with the average. Their
height is small. The orbits are mesoconchic according
to the orbital index. The nose is medium high, narrow,
according to the index, the nose is mesorhinal. The na-
sal bones protrude well. The bridge of the nose is high.

The male series from Viytenki fits into the range
of variations of the groups of the Chernyakhiv cul-
ture. When comparing the male series from Vi-
ytenki with the craniological material of Chernya-
khiv culture of the Left Bank of Dnieper, the male
sample of skulls from the Boromlia burial ground is
found to be the most morphologically and statisti-
cally similar to it, the group from Uspenka gravi-
tates to a lesser extent, although the latter is more
gracile.

The series from Viytenki is included in the group
of groups characterized by large skull sizes and sharp
horizontal profiling. These series have anthropologi-
cal analogies mainly in the Baltic region. Among the
series of Eastern Europe Viytenki is morphologically
and statistically close to the series of the 2"—5™ cen-
turies from the territory of Lithuania. Viytenki and
Havrylivka being included into comparative analysis
of the groups of Central, Northern and Southern Eu-
rope demonstrate the proximity to the Welbark culture
burial ground Grudek and the collective series of the
Przeworsk culture of Poland. The series from Viyten-
ki and Havrylivka, being included to the analysis of
chronologically later material, demonstrate statistical
similarity with the burial grounds of Sweden of the
1¢* millennium AD, the Visigothic burial grounds of
Castile of the 6—8" centuries, and the collective se-
ries of the Przeworsk culture of Poland.

SCYTHIAN AGE SETTLEMENT
NEAR VOLYNTSEVE VILLAGE
IN THE SEIM FLOODPLAIN

A significant number of settlements from various
periods have been recorded in the floodplain of the
Sieve River. Some of these have undergone archaeolog-
ical research, while others are known only from survey
results. In particular, an area to the east of the village
of Volyntseve stands out, where stationary excavations
have been conducted at four sites, and several eleva-
tions have been thoroughly surveyed. As a result, a col-
lection of materials, including Scythian Age artifacts,
has been accumulated and needs to be systematized
and introduced into scholarly discourse.

Near the village of Volyntseve, pottery decorated
with punctures have been found at six sites. Its con-
centration is observed on three hills situated close to
each other on the banks of Horn River: the Stan, Stan
II, and Sencha areas. Few fragments of pottery have
been discovered up to three kilometers away from this
central location. An analysis of the material complex
allows us to suggest that all these sites were part of a
single seasonal settlement or site. Five features that
define such settlements have been identified:

1. The uncertainty of the overall area of the site, due
to the mobility of the population related to economic
activities, particularly livestock grazing.

2. A few ceramic finds.

3. Absence of permanent dwellings.

4. Absence or minimal number of economic pits.
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5. A few household items and ornaments.

The chronological framework of the seasonal set-
tlement can be preliminarily set between the 6 and
3" centuries BCE. The difficulty in determining spe-
cific dates is caused by objective factors such as the few
quantities of material. For constructing a chronological
scale the ceramic complex from the Stan area is crucial.
The ceramic admixtures and decoration shows that
these pots occupy an intermediate position between
Scythian and Zarubintsy Age pottery. This conclusion
is supported by the single early Iron Age object that
was studied at the site.

The closest parallel to the settlement near the vil-
lage of Volyntseve is the Marianivka site located to the
north, near the Bunyakine hillfort. Probably similar
seasonal settlements are widespread in the Seim flood-
plain. Each of them had its own center — a fortified
settlement located nearby.

A BRONZE TORQUE FROM KHERSON
REGIONAL MUSEUM
OF LOCAL LORE

Torque is a special type of neck decoration in the
form of a metal hoop.

The bronze torque at the Late Scythian hillfort Liu-
bymivka is published in the article. Now it is a part of
the archaeological collection of Kherson Regional Mu-
seum of Local Lore. The torque can be classified to type
5A or 6A. According to the typology of A. A. Stoyanova
these are torques made of smooth wire with a clasp in
the form of two hooks, or a loop-hook type.

Similar finds come from Crimean assemblages dat-
ed within the 1st century BC — 3 century AD. The
finds on the Lower Dnieper do not contradict this dat-
ing, here assemblages with torques of similar types are
dated to the 1%—3" centuries AD.

As already noted in the previous publication, most
torques in the Lower Dnieper accompanied children’s
burials, although few finds were discovered in both fe-
male and male burials.

According to the similar artifacts from Crimean and
Lower Dnieper assemblages, the torque is dated to the
1%t century BC — 3" century AD.

The small diameter of the hoop (12.6—13 cm) makes
us assume that the owner of the adornment was a
woman or a child. The torque from Liubymivka com-
pleted the collection of decoration of similar type from
the barbarian sites of the Lower Dnieper Region.

The torque from the Kherson Regional Museum of
Local Lore is another find of the Stoyanova 5A or 6A
type, with a hook-shaped clasp. It belongs to the cir-
cle of ornaments that were used by the Late Scythi-
ans, Sarmatians, and the population of the provincial
Bosporus. Analogies from barbarian sites of the Cri-
mea and the Lower Dnieper Region indicate a stable
tradition of their use.

The design of the torque from Kherson Regional Mu-
seum allows us to attribute it to the most widespread

group of similar ornaments, which were in demand
among both the Late Scythians and the Sarmatians.

The lack of ornamentation, the simplified design
of the clasp, and the morphological similarity to a
number of similar finds indicate a relatively small
material value of the torque. However, the presence
of such adornment in the burials of young women and
children indicates a possible apotropaic function of the
torque — symbolic marking of the body or its protec-
tion.

MEN’S BELTED GARMENTS IN
SCYTHIAN LANDS

The belted garments are a necessary part of cos-
tume of Scythian peoples along with headwear, shoul-
derwear, footwear. All of the blocks include different
items, which possess both utilitarian and symbolic
functions.

The subject of «Scythian belted garments» had al-
ready been addressed in the general studies of ancient
costumes, as well as separate papers. Sergei Yatsenko
analyzed the clothes of European Scythians in the con-
text of costume history of those peoples, as he believes
that different costume components represent features
of ethnic affinity. However, most of the researchers be-
lieve that the formation of different costume elements
is mainly the result of practical needs.

Serhii Shamenkov, while analyzing the belted gar-
ments, analyzed its name — anaxiridis. According to
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him, these are the long, tight pants. However, this is
the subject of debate, as Andrii Biletskyi — the trans-
lator of Herodotus’ «Histories» translated it as «wide
pants». According to Mr. Shamenkov, two types of the
Scythian belted garments were most spread: tight
pants, and non-vide pants which were not tucked in
shoes. The third type — wide pants made of thin fab-
ric. The researcher assumes that the sprang technique
was used for crafting tight pants. In reality it was prob-
ably used for crafting the webbing, which decorated
the pants (lampasses on side stitches etc.). As for craft-
ing the pants, the simple option might have been in
order: two trouser legs joined to the diamond-shaped
gusset.

Serhii Shamenkov created a large database of
Scythian depictions. However, not all of them can
be used per se. Some of them are schematic and gro-
tesque. The ancient artists were working within the
traditions common to the Classic Greek art. According
to my observations, the Scythian used long pants with
tightened trouser legs, which were tucked in shoes,
as well as slightly wide non-tucked pants. Both of the
types had one scheme: each trouser leg was made of
two fabric pieces with one more between them, making
a so-called bottom.

The toreutics pieces sometimes depict characters in
vide pants and it is artistically emphasised that the
clothes are made of light fabric. Another type of belted
garments are the tightened pants with the stitch on
the back. These clothes in the form of two tubes which
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become visible from the shin to the hip, were made of
broadcloth, felt or skin. Such pants are depicted on the
so-called helmet from the Perederieva Mohyla barrow.
Here we also see another item of clothing: boots-stock-
ings, which some researchers view as footwear. Said
items are identical to those from the Ak Alakha grave-
field in Altai.

The man’s belted garments in Scythian lands were
studied by complex and comparative analysis of writ-
ten, archaeological and artistic sources as well as eth-
nographic materials. The most informative are the
Scythian depictions on the decorative items. Those
include finds from the following barrows: Soloha, Kul-
Oba, Voronezhski, Haimanova Mohyla, Chortomlyk
and Tovsta Mohyla.

MEDUSA AND THE GORGONEION:
WRITTEN TRADITION,
SIGNIFICANCE AND ICONOGRAPHY

The author examines the image of Medusa and the
Gorgoneion in ancient culture through the lens of writ-
ten sources, interpretations of its meaning, and the
development of its iconography. The aim of the study
is to summarize the main approaches to the interpre-
tation of the Gorgon’s image and to analyze the evo-
lution of its depiction in ancient Greek art. Based on
ancient literary sources (Hesiod, Homer, Pindar, Apol-
lodorus, Ovid and others), the mythological context of
the formation of Medusa’s image is outlined. Various
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interpretations of the meaning of the Gorgoneion are
considered, among which the most widespread is the
apotropaic function aimed at warding off danger and
evil. Alternative interpretations that associate this im-
age with chthonic and natural forces, fertility cults, or
the symbolism of life and death are also analyzed.

Particular attention is paid to the use of the Gor-
goneion in ancient art and material culture, including
architectural elements, armor, coins, mosaics, and es-
pecially ceramics associated with the symposium. In
addition, the study is focused on the main aspects of
the use of the Gorgoneion in the Northern Black Sea
region. Special emphasis is placed on its application on
ceramic vessels, bronze objects, and architectural de-
tails, as well as its presence in funerary, sacred, and
everyday contexts. This demonstrates the multifunc-
tionality of the image and its wide range of uses in dif-
ferent spheres of life.

The author also examines the development of the
Gorgon’s iconography from archaic monstrous forms to
more humanized and even attractive depictions of the
Classical and later periods. The traditional typology of
Gorgon representations is analyzed, and its limitations
are outlined. It is shown that different iconographic
variants could coexist within the same chronological
period.

Thus, the image of Medusa and the Gorgoneion in
ancient Greek art is characterized by considerable
variability and semantic complexity, combining apo-
tropaic, religious, and symbolic functions. The article
also provides an expanded theoretical framework for
the further publication and analysis of Gorgoneion me-
dallions on cups from Olbia and Borysthenes.

SHULHIVKA — VESELOVSKY’S
«FIRST» BARROW NEAR
NOVOMYKOLAIVKA

Among the materials from 6 Scythian barrows
transferred from the Hermitage to Ukraine in 1932 by
the decision of the Parity Commission, the collection of
finds from the Shulhivka barrow suffered the most dev-
astating losses. The barrow was excavated over three
field campaigns — from 1889 to 1891 by the leadership
of N. I. Veselovsky, an associate professor (from 1890
a professor) of St. Petersburg University. In the first
year of excavations, the side catacomb was discovered.
The remains of two skeletons and a few grave goods
such as several gold plates of various stamps, a bronze
mirror, a bowl, and a bell were found. During the next
two years, the central catacomb, also looted in ancient
times, was discovered. Among the remains of the bones
of the dead, the skull and its fragment pierced by the
bronze arrowhead were found. The grave goods are
more diverse. The weapons include 2 swords. One of
them is single-edged, and its blade is similar in shape
to the Greek mahaira. Bronze, iron and bone arrow-
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heads are numerous. The fragments of scale armor
and a belt were found. Gold plates are represented by
a larger number of stamps. A bone spindle was also
probably found in the burial.

The collection transferred to Kharkiv was lost dur-
ing the Second World War due to the evacuation and
occupation of the city. However, nowadays a small
number of finds from the Shulhivka barrow can be
found in the State Historical Museum (Moscow) and
the Central Museum of Taurida (Simferopol). Infor-
mation about the finds from the barrow can also be
supplemented by information from the handwrit-
ten catalog of G. Kizerytsky (Nos. 1449—1513) and
records from the Hermitage inventory book, as well
as unpublished materials from the archive of the In-
stitute of the History of Material Culture. The pub-
lication of these sources could at least partially fill
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the existing information gaps about the Shulhivka
barrow.
